South Africa—The Cape 1shistamp
is now surcharged in this colony.

Columbia—The 3¢ now comes red-
brown on salmon [Antioquia). Every
stamp in the entire new set comes in
two colors,

Cyprus—The 2 pi. of the new two
color series has appeared.

Ecuador—The 30c has been sur-
charged * Dicz Centavos.” The last
issue has been surcharged for official
use. The Commemorative set has
appreared.

French Colonies—{Zanzibar]The cur-
rent 5 fr. is now surcharged 50 franes
for use in Zanzibar [Madagascar and
Dependencies].
