A comiplete list of the Heinera %v'as publishied in our J une

numl)er, and additions will be recorded from timie to timie as identified.

In Lepidoptera. a conisiderable ainount of work lias beendoc

l)articularly in the l)reeding of species. Somne rare insects werc oh-
tained, of whichi mention mnay be made of Gliiono/zas fuia, a rare satyrid,
concerning the bretding of 'vhich at Ottawa, somne doubt lias arîsen.
