“We, the members of the Canadian Institute, ask to be permitted to
add our tribote of respectful regret and sorrow on the loss sustained by
our province in the death of Sir Danicl Wilson.  Fur over thirty-cight
yvears a member of the Institute, he took a deep interest in its progress,
enriching its Transactions by numcrous contributions of his talented pen.
Llected President in 1839, he for maay years afterwards remained a
constant and warm friend till in 1884, as a tribute to his interest in our
work and a respectful recognition of his labours in Literature, Archacology',
and Ethnology, he was clected an honorary member, the highest dis-
tinction the Institute couid confer upon him.
