Thoy aro maimed snd mangled in overy way,
aud many of thom, if they live, will nover’
capablo again of any labor, Ttis choering, however,
to sco how their wants both temparal and spintual,
aro looked after A number of femalo nurees are
now on their way (rom Englang, to serve in this
hoepital and ministers and colporteurs havo daily ac-
cesato tho different wards, to odiminister spiritual
instruction and consolation. Nor sro the Russian
Lrisoncrn forgotten in thos attentions. Already

vo rovoral copies of the Bible in their own lau-
guage, been distributed smong officers and men,
and scnorally they havo been very thankfully re-
cefved. Tho other day, as an English colporteur
offered a copy of tho Now Testawent, in modern
Rauss, to a poor wounded soldier, tho latter express
ed his do ig‘:t by springing up in hit bed, gettin
upon his knces, scizing the hand of the donor, an
impressing upon it a most fervent kissl They
could not speak to each other for want of commwon
language, Ezcxt oy wo not hope, fivia *ha munner
of tho man, that ho knows experiwentally something
of tho Ward of God. Whilo on this puint I must
relato brivfly what happened lately in the krench
hospital there.  The samo colporteur, accowpanied
by 3 minister of the Gospel, vidited the Russian pri-
soners in that establishwent, for the purpose of of:
fering to thew also the Seriptures. 'phcy tock the
presaution to call first upou a Rus-ian priest who ac-
companies the priscners, and ask his penmission.—
Ho examined a copy of the New Testament which
they brougbt, and replied, * This is our gospel, re-
ceired by our church, and you may distvibute ay
many as you like among our men.” Ho also kindly
faraished them with an interproter to go around
withthem. They found a number of tho soldiers
capable of reading, and willing to reccive tho Serip-
tures, and had distributed some cight or ten copics,
whent a *Sigter of Charity,’ orf;sloyed there as a
nurse, cams ficrooly ton them, and in the rudest
uanner took all the books out of the hands of the
poor and belpless prisoners, sud gave them back to
tho Colporteurs, saying, * What right have you to
como hcro to the French hospital to distribuze your
books?  Go amung jour own English people, if yeu
Tike, "bat here you are not permitted to come.”

In vain did they urpe that they had come not o
Catholics, but to Russians. who belonged to the
Greck Church, and that they had obtained the per
mission of their vien priest for the distribution of tho
Russian  Seriptures among them  The miynamed
* Sister of Charity,” who acted more like a Sister of
the Eril One, drovo them angrily away, thos dash-
ing the cup of slvation, as it were, fiom the very
lips of these dying men, some. at least, of whom,
might havo drank thereof, and lived forever 1 ¢ They
neither enter the kingdom of hicaven themsolves,
nor suffer thuse that arc entering 20 go in.’— Cor
respondense of the Traveller.
