It was fonnded in 704, Its first Bishop was Aldbelm, a
man of extraordinary learning in those days; and among
his suecessors was Asser, the celebrated tutor, and friend,
and biographer of Alfred the Great. As a splendid spe-
cimen of ecclesiastical architecture, the Abbey Church of
Sherborne elaims our highest admiration, and cannot fail
to inspire an earnest wish to see it preserved in all its
grandeur.——l)evizes Gazette.
