Fabre,
Btshop of Montreal, to punlish His Lordship's
ordivance, conoerning the Diocesan deut, and
whioh was read Iast Bunday in the charches
of Notrs Dame, 8t. James and Sr. Patrick,

His Lordehip, addresstog the Cures and
faithfal of the churches above-named, recalls
to their memory the fact that in the varions
city parishes and-euburbe, where the Brmi-
nary nas been anable to retain the admiuis.
tration of the churches, the Blshop has been
obliged to call upon the falthrul for a madest
snrual contributton towards the cost of enter-
tsining the pacish priests and thelr vicars.
‘This appeal, His Lordstip is glou to say, was
vory woll received, aund slready, owing tn
the strong religious tendencles of the
population, it has borne good frult.
However, as there are grave incon:
veajences that the parisbes of Notre
Dame, 8t. James and 8t, Patrick should alone
not be asked to conform to thia rule, as
there is no necesity in those parishes ol comlog
in ald of the clergy, there is every mnecessity
that they should asslst the Fabrique, which,
notwithatanding all its8 economles, sees its
revenie decrease yesrly, aud will be unable
sooner or later to meet the enormoune debt
whick for such a long time haa
been welghing on it, Bis Lordship, there-
tore, has deemed it proper to lssue to
the above-nomed parishes tke Ordivance of
the 31st of May Iast, not jor the keepiog up
of the clergy, but indeed fo pay off graduslly
the debt of the diocese. This determination,
His Lordship says, will not surprise any of
the faithful of the above named parishes, as
they are merely askid to contribute what the
otber French and Irish parishes surrounding
them contribute themealves.
