Nsw York, Bept. 25.—To ;invoke the in.
gpiration of the Holy Ghost for thelr deliber-
ations durlng the FProviacial Oouncil the
Oardinal Archbishop, his coadjutor and the
sufiragan bishops of the Province of New
York jolned yesterday ln a solemn Yotive
Magg at St. Patrick’s Oathedral, The minor
digoitaties of the dlocese, the body of the
olergy, monastic and secular, and 8 great
concourse of the laity contributed by their
prazence to the solemnlty of the occaslon,
and umited thelr prayorsto thoke of thelr
spiritunl superiors for divine guldaneo for
the Oouncil,

Aftor the Mnss and a Sermon by the Right
Rev. Bishop McQuald, of Rochester, in which
the purposes of the Council wers outiined
pnd its policy to sgome exient foreshadowed,
the august body was duly organized acaqgprd-
Ing to immemorial forms. A ahort secret
goselon wes then held, and an adjournment
wag made until this morning, when the bual-
negs will be regulaxly begun. In the even-
fogisolemn pontifical Vespers were glven,

The obsexrvances of the day were oarried
out with all that pomp and clroumsatance with
whioh the Roman Oathollc Ohursh surrounds
her eaored rites, Nothing that scceseorles of
tolor, melody, or ceremonial conld add was
wanting to the Impressiveness of the occaslon,
Merely as a pageant, the stately scencs that
passed In the Cathedral must live alwaya in
the imsgination of every one who witnessed
them. But, Indeed, thero was more than
met the mere ontward senges o excite deep
fesling and lasting memory. Hard and cold
should ke have been, indeed, who conld have
Enelt amid the thoussnds of worshippers ac-
gsembled and not felt some sympathetic
thrlil of the fervid devotlon, the earneat gup-
plication that filled thelx hearts,

Touchlng above all else was the presence
o the spiritual father of this great assem-
blsge. IFeebly bearing the walght of his
years and labors, the venerable Cardinal Mc-
Olotkoy went through the trylng task of pre-
elding over the ceremonies. Bapported by
the loving care of his assistant, the Oardinal
went bravely through his task, falthinl, des«
pite his great weakness, to the demards of
duty, His tottering step, his trembling hand
and his slnking volce were noted by his pec-
ple with deep sorrow, and hie great devotion
Ssomed to strike all with a desp censge of the
solemnity of the honr.

THE THRONG OF WOREHIPPERSH.

The great Catbedral filled up silently, but
wpldly., Foran hour before tho ceremonial
began, people poured in through the great
western doors in hundreds until every geat In
every pew was ooonpled. The slde passages
were thronged with those for whom no seats
conld be found, and a row of 1adies and gen-
flomen extended along either side of the
oentre alele, But g0 quletly did this groat
congregation coma together, g0 smoothly was
1t handled by the ushers that, to a percon
eltting In the front and watching only the
altar, it was a surprise, on suddenly looking
around, to find himself inthe midst of s0 vast
A gathering.

An occaslona! acolyte glided from the vee-
&ty to the nltar and HE the {spsraor made
- foms slight preparation, then nolselesaly dig-
Appeared. 'The falutest rustle seemed to fill
the alr; the far off cound of Sabbath chimes
came flostlng in from the world without;
there was a strango tranquillity In the dimly
Ut eltar space ; purity and peace relgned amid
the lofty arches of the roof.

But nt last a stight atir pagses through the
orowd and all assume an alr of expectation.
Ooming from afar m straln of melody steals
through the great pertals Into the church.
Nowit1s loat ; but once agaln the ear oatohes
the meagured cadence so vaguely that it mny
éven yet be the chiming of soms distant bella.
Once again the sound 1s borne away by the
fiokle nir without, but ehortly weturns, olearer
and stropger. Now the voloes of the oan-
torp, strong and eoleman, give out the chant;
then the fresh young voloes of the choristers
:t;l;g ;p a cry of gladness, like the carolling

THE O'DONNELL TRIAL,

OPENING O} THE OASBE FOR THE PRO-
SECUTION—OCAREY’R SON BWEARS
THE PRISONER SAID HE WASBENT
TO DO IT—INTERVIEW WITH MRS,
OAREY.

Loxpox, Bept. 25,—0'Donnsll wag brought
to the Police Cocurt at two o'clock. The
room wan filled with a large crowd o!
spectatora, Speclal precautlons to prevens
‘regcue were taken. Mr, Poland, In opening
the case for tho orown, reconnted the pagsage
on the steamer of the Carey family and
O'Donrell, aud repeated the detalls of the
muzder. He sald O'Donnsll's asgsertion that
ho ected in self-lefence would be contra-
dicted by Oarey’s eldest sor, whe would
awear that his father had no pistol, Mr,
Sullivan, M. P, counsel for 0'Donnell coma=
plained that his eolloftor had been refused
accees to the prisomer. The maglstraie
allowed the prisoner to retlre and concult
with bis solicitor, James Parlsk and Thomas
Jonee, employees on the steamex Melrose,
and . eye-witnesses of tho murder, repeated
the testimony they gave at Oape Town. A
bullet found upon the floor of the cabin and
a platol taken from O’'Donmell were iden-
tified. Jones swore that O'Donnell “sald to
Mrs. Oarey sfter the shooting, ¢ Bhake hands,
Mrs. Oarey, I did not do i)' Oarey's &on
testified that after witnessing O'Donnell
shoot his father heran to the latter's berth
and obtained his revolver, bat had not time
to give it to him befora one ol the officers
took it, He heard O'Donnll £ell his mother
he was «gent to do it." This statement
oreated a sensation In ocourt. O'Donneli's
revolver bore the name of a manufacturer in
New Haver, Oonn. The captain of the Mel-
rose testified that he found an elecirlo ms~
chine In the prisoner’s luggsge. It Wwas
thrown overboard, Mrs, Carey was called
but was unsble to testlfy to-day owing to
fatigue.

Mr, Marven, inspector of the Fort Ellsabath
Police, testified that an extract from a newa.
paper was found fa ('Donnell’s box headed
«Irish Rovolntionists In Amerlos,” with a
gupplement of ihe # Freeman'’s Journal,” con-
tainfng a portralt of Oarsy.

Poland agreed that every faoility ehonld be
glven tho prisoner’s golicltor doring the trial,
which was adjourned tiil Friday.

Bouquets and other predents hiave been sent
to Millbank Prison for O'Donnell by symps-
thizers.

O'Donne!ll was conveyed to Nawgate
Prieon, owlng to instruotions given ab the
last momsnt., An extra foroe of police has
been etationed at Newgats. On leaving the
ocontt he ralsed hia hat to the crowd of sym-
pathigers, who clspped bands and cheered
him. A still larger crowd groamed and
higged. _

Mra,
Carey was dressed 1a deep mourning and ox-
cited speclal Intorest of the spectatore. and
murmurs of sympathy wers hoard. She re-
counted the incidents of the voyage, corrc-
borating the other witnesses In regard to the
clrcuamstances of the murder, except that ghe
gwore that after her husband was shot she
said to O'Donnell: * You shot my hugband,”
when O'Donuell replied : ¢ Don't blame me,
I was sent to do it Whereupon & woman
who was with him eald: % Don't mind,
O'Donnell, you are no informer.”

Home Rule Members Assalled by a Dun-
gannon Mob--A National Leagne Meet.

DusLiy, Bept. 29.—Tho Pearlfamentary sam-

palgn in the North of Ireland s dally bsoom-
log more exclting. The extremely high state
ot party fecling haa already led to bloodshed
in several instances, and from preeent indfoa-
tions the Province at Ulster promlises scenes
of the livelleet character. Frantic appeals
bave been made to the Orangemen, Inciting
them to attack the Catholics, and threats have
been freely uttered that Bslfast rowdies will
bs brought to support the cauge of ¥ law and
order” with bludgeons, but the Natlonal lead-
ers refuse fo be terrorizad.
At Dungsnnon a monster Lesgua meeting
wan held, ot which Thomas Power (’Connor,
membor for Galway; Willism Q'Brlen, M. P,
editar of United Ireland, and Mi. Healy, M. P,
wera the gpeskers, Thousands of people
wera present from neighboring towns, all
fully determined #¢ resist any attempt
on the part of the Oravgemen to re-
peat their demonetration at Dangarvan yes-
terday. Boon after the spesches began and
while Mr. Healy was deep in his denuncle-
tions of the Land Aot, a prooession of Orange-
men accompanied by several bands of muslo,
and rapidly inoreasing in numbers as it
moved along, marched dowa the maln street,
Just beyond the Boyal School they halted,
organized a counter meeting and werc ad-
dressed by Mr. J, W. Macartney, H.P, and
Mr. Harman,

To prevent a renewsl of tha rlotous proceed-
ings of yesterday, a troop of lancers, 100 1ao-
fantry and 300 police ofticers hnd been sent
to Dungannom, vut this presautlon failed to
deter the torbulent element, brought from Bel-
fast and other places by the Omngemen, from
atternpting to break up the meeting of the
Homse Relers. Thelir cflorts were, howaver,
frustrated by the comstabulsry ana lancers,
who patrolled the strests.

At the olose of the League mecting an at-
tempt was made by 8 body of Orangemen to
mob M:, Healy s8 he was ontering the Post
Offico. A stropg force of police drove them
baok and escorted Mr, Healy to ths rallway
station in esfety. Three of the ringleaders
were sarrested. As the traln oconveying
Mesars, Healy, O'Oonnor and O'Brien slopped
at Poitadown 1t was met by a howling mob of
Graugemer, who overpowered the guerd And
assaulted Mr. O'Connor, agalnst whom the
1ll-{eeling appears to be chlefly directed. Ho,
however, esoaped with torn olothing and o
fow brulses.

The Bing's Reception in Paris.

Pang, Bopt. 29,~Immense crowds of the
woikingmen of the lower classes of this city
congregated to.day outslds of the rallway
station, where King Alfonso of Bpain was ex-

scted to allght, and along the Bue Lafayette,
President Grevy, accompsnled by hias Oabinet
Msnisters, met King Alfonso at the rallway
station. The crowd hooted and hissed the
King upon bhis appearing, eaying ¢ Down
with the Uhlan King!' The soldiers and po-
lica had great trouble In keeping order. The
houges and baloonies along the roate traveraed
by tie King were thronged with people. The
clamor continned in all the streets through
which tho cortege pasged, and lnsulling cries,
directed at the King, were continuslly ratsed.

Brrimy, 8ept 20 —It Ia cald that King
Alfonso has abandoned hia intention of in.
specting the Uhlan rggiment at Strasburg,
owlug to the sensitivenéds of the Parlsians re-
garding his acoeptance of the coloncicy of
the rogiment.

At an interview betwesn King Alfonso and
Presldent Grovy, the latter apologizsd for tue
behavior of the mob in the name of the
French people who, he aald, should not be
confounded with the anthors of a hostile mant-
fostatlon. He begged the King to glve
France n fresh proof of sympathy by accept-
ing an invitation to a banguot at Elysee this
svening to be attended by all the Ministers,
when the true gent!ments of Franoo towards
the King would be shown. Al{oneo replied
that he had come to Parls animated by the
mokt frlendly sentiments towards France, aud
us a proof of this filendship he would accept
the invitation. The King wentto the Palace
at 7 o clock.

Parts, Oct. 1.—Kling Alfonso ig perfectly
satiefisd of tho good falth of Minister Ferry,
a9 iopresentlng the Frenoh Government
The King does not admit for a momsnt that
the ppirit shown by the mob, which was
exclied by the faleo statements
of eanerghict agltators, repiesents the
French natlon.
