CrARKE's CROSSING, May 9. —A comrier who
feft Gen. Middleton’s camp at Gabriel’s Cross-
ipg at 7 o'clock on Friday night hus arrived
and reports that orders had heen izrned for

revcille to sound at 4 3.m, cn Seturday, pre-

ratory to & march upnn Bateche gt 5 a.m,

(3abriel Dumonts’ house near the camp was

puzned on Friday by order of Gen. Middieton.
A French heif-breed named Lotte, who

estaped from Riel’s camp. camp into our liues
on Yriday. He stated that there were only
forty-five half-breeda in the Hght at Fish

Creck, with & number of Indians. The loss

of the rebels is put down at six killed and

tbree wounded, and the names are given. He

ve the streagth of Riel’s forces entrenched
st Batoche a8 five hundred armed men and
said they had resolved to fight to the bitter
end, Riel hae proclaimed himeelf a prophet.

The half-breeds, should Riel attempt to desert

them, would shoot him. The country be-

gween the camp snd Batoche is pretty well
timbered and would afford excellent shelter
to our treops aa wall as to the rebels. Gene-
ral Middleton’s delay, if it accomplired po-
thing else, enabled him tn get & true tope.

_ THE BATTLE COMMENCED.

BitocRE'S CROSSING, via CLARKE'S Cross.
e, May 8.—The troops left tne camp at
Gabriel’s Crossing at 6 this morning, leaving
all eupplies behind, the steamer iorthcote
advancing down the river akead of the col-
umn, They marched seven miles without
geeing or hearing anything of the enemy.
The morning was bright und warm. Sud-
denly they heard the steamer Northcote’s
whistle blowing continuously. Further on
the sound of heavy firing in the direction of
the river was heard. The line of march was
st follows :—F'irat, Boulton's scouts, accom-
penied by the Gatling gun; the Royal
Grenadiers formed the advance guard with
A Battery, The 90th Battalion supported
them with the Winnipeg Field Battery and
the detachment of the Midland Battalion n
the resorve. Directly heavy firing was heard
the volunteers fired a signal thut had been
agreed upon, The guns on the steamer replied.
The rcouts und the Gatling were then pushed
rapidiy shead, and came in sight of two
houses near the bank of the river, which here
{s very precipitous,

were met here. They fired and retrented be-
hind a house towards a hotlow. The Gatling
was bronght to benr on them, when they run
into the house near the church at 84, Laurent,
which was also fired on by the Gatling, when
the rebels ran out iuto the bush. A Butlcry’s
two guus by this time tame up with a rush
and got intn position, sending several shells
after the rebels. Then the Royal Grenadiers
dashed into action and deploycd - into line,
continuing to advance in skirmishing order
till the church was reached, when a priest
came ott of the liouse, waving a white flag.
Gereral Middleton and staff advanced and
thook hands when three other priests and
five Sisters of Charity also came out, A
number of holf-breed children were dlso in-
side in charge of the Sisters.

THE NORTHCOTE IN ACTION.

_Father Moulin said that the steamer ar-
rived at & point a little above Batoche at5 30
&m., and the rebels immediately commenced
firing on it from both banks. It shertly
sfter stuck on a mud hank, but swung clear
again, aud just before the arrival of the vol.
Onteers possed the croesing. He aluo said
that the rebels had six killed and twelve
wounded at Fiah Creek. The steamer was
séen for & moment down the river with her
smoke stack gone, The Grenadiers .were
still advancing in skirmishing order through
the bush on the right of the trail. The gat-
ling meanwhile had been pushed forward
down the declivity towards Batoche, now
E:mly visible in the valley below. Here A
sattery again’ unlimbered on the top of the
ridge, sending shells into the houwses, and
whilst doing so0 were almost sarprised by a
number of the rebels who crept up in the bush

THE RYBELS STHENGTH.

Wm, Bruce, a prisover of Riel, but who
escaped on Tuesday, was brooght in by the
scorts. Riel’s force, he says, was a little
over four handred in number, balf of whom
were on the other eide of the river when he
left. He alao says that when ammunpition
was sorved to the rebels oniy one keg of pow-
der remained. Bnlluts were also searce. The
women and children bad been sent to the
other side of the river. The priscnersare
safe so far a8 he koew. Beardy is not with
Riel, but has been sent for. Riel, Damont
apd other leaders are in Riel’s camp.

At 6 o’cluck p.m. Bonlton's Horve started
back to our corrsl to bring up all the wag-
gons ahd supplies. We camp here to-
night, Gen. ‘Middleton having determined
to hold the position. Captain Young
climbed on the roof of the church and des-
cried a body of Indians on the level near the
river bank, about a mile away. The Winni-
peg Battery was at once ordered up, and
sent several well directed ghells, snattering
them immediately. The firing has now en-
tirely ceased, but may be resnmed at any mo-
ment. No news has been received from the
ateamer Northcote, but she keeps blowing
her whistle, hence it is concluded that she ie
safe. The sonnd comes from two or three
miles down the tiver. During the day tho
Grenadiers, A Battery men and Boulton’s
scouts, who constitute the advance line,
behaved admirably. The Winnipeg batta-
lion, oecupying the trying position of sup-
ports, were only able to get in an occasional
shot much to their disgust. Eairly in the
morning crowds of women and children and
mounted men were seen hurrying iuto the
bush on the other side of the river.

6.20 &, m.—A body of rebols have just
opened fire from the bluff near the ravine on
the volunteers’ left front, evidently as skir-
mighera. Ihey fired three volloys, bnt ave
shooting too high, Tho Winnipeg Battery,
resuming, are shelling tho houses in the dis-
tance where a large number of rehels are
gathered, A second shell crashed through
the first houre and the rebels run out. An.
other tore the roof off the house beyond. As
the despstches leave senttered firing is going
on. I isexpected the rebels will ve cleaned
out to morrow and communijcation be vflected
with the baas.

Later— The tronps sre now constructing
earthworks around the camp. The general
is determined to hold this position. This
despatch ia carried by Armstrong, a bold
reout. As he leaves the rebels bave reopened
fire on our front,

AND THE NATIONAL PARTY.

The Irish Bishops sent for by the Pope.

THE NATIONS APOSTATIZING, BUT ERIN EVER TRUE
T0 THE FAITH.

Impertant Lettor of the Right Rev. Dr, Nulty,
Lsrd Blshop of Meath,

The following pastoral letter from his
Lordship the Most Rev. Dr. Nulty was read
at all the Masses in all the chapels through-
out the diocese of Meath on Sunday :

TO THE CLERGY AND LAITY OF THE DIOCESE OF
MEATH.

DrarLY BE5LOVED BRETHREN,-—Before this
letter reaches you, or can be read to you, I
will be far sway on my journey to Rome.
Indeed it was only at tht last
moment that it ocvurred to me to
write it at all. I think I gee the
strongeet reasons for anticipating from the
conferences of the Irish bishops with the
authorities at Rome large and exceptionally
beneficial results for our country as well as
for our religion. The obligations and duties
which Irishmen owe to the Holy See have
of late been a little uneettled and thrown
into a state of painful uancertainty, in
which they wonld seem apparently to clash
with the fulfilment of the daties wa owe to
onr country, One of the results of these
Koman conferences will be to ascertain, to
define and settle with clearness, precision
and cortainty all that the Holy See expects
fromur; and to piove thatit demands no.
thivg which is not well calculated to foster
and promote the growth and development of
loyalty and love to our conutry. No nation oa
this earth ever yielded to the Holy Seea
larger, a more generous, or a more gelf-sacrific-
ing obedience, and in terribly trying ordeals in
whichourloyalty wasveryseverely tested, Our
allegiance to the Chair of Pcter has for more
than three centuries been written, and is still
recorded in letters of blood, and has won for
us the admirction and esteem of the whoule
Christianworld. Foreignecclesiastical writers
during these ceantnries of persecution used to
oceury themaelves in making subtle and im-
poesible hypotheses over which they wasted
a deal of idle and useless speculution, They
used to ask

COULD THE POTE TAKE ONE RIDE

on any impnrtani question, whilst the Church
actunlly took theother? Could the Caurch
act independently of the Popu? Did treach-
ery and disloyalty to the Pope of nceessity
imply apostacy from the Church and for-
feiture ot her communion? But the actuoal
hehavior of the Catholic Church, in the
death-struggle in which she was then
engaged in on this island, could have easily
enlighted  these thcorists. The Irish
Catholic pation und the heretical nation that
oppressed and persecuted it never thought ot
such snbileties ; neither of them ever doubted
that wherever the Pope was, there of neces-
sity should the Church be slong with him, It
seemed self-evident to both {hat treschery to
the Pope and apostacy from the Church
meant one and thesams thing. To abjuve,
therefore, the authority of the Pope was
practically un act of open rovolt and rebel-
lion against the Church, and of complete and
final scpatation from her. The simple, the,
practical, and the fundamental issue that
divided them, and on which ths heretical
nation insisted, was to renounce the authority
of the Pope, and to acknowledge the spiritual
pupremacy of the Queen or King of Epgland.
1t required no more. This was the issne sub-
mitted 300, years ago to Dr. Walshe, who,
like myself, was a parish priest of Trim be
fore he became Bishop of Meath, And we
sea the answer he gave to it in the eighteen
years he speni immaured in a dungeon in Dub-
lin Castle : in the wounds worn into the very
hone in his hands and feet by the manacles
that hound him ; in the adventures of his
subsequent escape, and finally, in his death
as an exile in a foreign land.

WHEN O'CONNELL PRESENTED HIMSRLY

at thé bar of the Houss of Commons ae the
ficst elected Catholio represeatative of Clare,
the same issue cxactly was asain submitted to
him, As a preliminary condition for taking
his seat he was required to swear that
t'the Pope hath not, mnor ought to
have, any jurisdiction or anthority in
the realm of Eapland.” His avuwer was
that the first of these statements as a matter

fron us. And yet all the time we never once
wavered or vacillated in our loyalty or

allegiance to the See of Peter. Ouk
sufferings only served to invigorate
and to confirm our faith; and, what

was, if possible, more importsut still, to
elevate, to strengthen and consolidate the
religious feeliugs, saympathies and affections
in which faith iteelf is ultimately rooted, and
from whirch it derives all its merit and
valne. The larger, the severer, the more
painful the sacrificos exacted from us for
our faith in the prerogatives and supremacy
of Peter, the dearer, the tenderer, sud the
better beloved by us hecame the divine dos-
trinal truths for which we bled and suffered.
The perfection of a nation’s faith and its pre-
servation, too, are intlncnced immensely by
the religious feelings, sympathies and affee-
tionate leanings which it cherishes for the
Holy Sre. A nation’a faith, like tho faith of
he individual, is fostered, nourished, and

muolstzd into tio falnrss of maturity and
perfection priacipally Ly ths feolings and
sympathies from which it tirst sprang, and for
which it murt alwaya grow. . . . To extin-
guish therciore the fuith of a nation you must
first extirpate and

TEAR GUT OF THE XATION'S HEART ALL THE

and feelings that nourish and preserve it. In
the fierce and terribly persistent effort made to
wrest its faith from the Irish nation by brute
force and bloodshed, it must be admitted that
the enemy aseailed ue exactly on the side on
which the national character was atrongest, in
fact, on which our feith was invincible, But
though ignominiously vanquished, he has
managed te acquire foam his very defeats and
failure dangeroug and formidable experience.
For if there be an undoubtedly strong side to
our national character, there is an undoubt-
edly weak side of it too, and it is against this
he now threatens to direct his vaat and ter-
rible energies. Let us consider the sitnation
carefully, especially its most disagreeable fea-
tures. It would be nothing lesa than danger-
ous selt-deception to queation the fact that we
Irishmen are maturally hanghty and exces-
sively sensitive. We are awfully impree-
sionable to insult, contempt and acorn. A
gneer, an affront, a well-barbed earcasin sinks
into the very depths of our sonls, and at once
begins to foster and ferment thers. We fos-
ter it, we nourish it, und brood over it till it
has pot only soured and epoiled our feel-
ings, but until it has to some extent infu.
riated them. Smarting and
under the anguish of wounded or lacerated
feeliogs, we surrender ourselves up to feel-
ings of aversion, of abhorrence and hatved ;
aud we look out impatiently for opportunities
for retaliation and vengeance. It is very
bard for the Christign feelinga of charity,
mercy, and forgivenecss of injuries, to make
head agrinet paroxysms of passion which
sometimes deprive us ot the full use of reason,
and which render us partially delirious and
demented. Except under the jofluence of such
violent burst of indignant feeling

whilst the number of thuse who, to avenge an
alfront or to retulinte on an enemy, have
basely apoststized from their religion, is
painfully large. The ancient ond noble
family of -——— in this diocese, after heroically
clinging to the faith throuch centuries of
persecution, and of forfeiture of their
estates and property, have deplorably
apostatized from it in the memory of men
still living, simply becuuso they believed
that an ordinary country priest had wilfully
or perhaps ignorantly aifronted them. The
uahappy apoatato who then represcoted that
family became afterwurds an illuatrious peni.
tent, and publicly apologized before the
Grand Jary st Trim for the scaudal he bad
given, and did all in his power ever after
to atone for it. In sapity, huwever, of all
his offorts his descendania followed him
in his apostacy, but not in his repent.
ance, aud the family continues bLigotedly
ant1-Catholic to the present duy. Bearing in
mind, then, how vastly and vitally the faith
of a nation is influenced and affected by its
religious feeling and symipathics on tho one
hend, and the excensive and dangeroua sensi.
tiveness of our mnntional charscter on the
othar, I corfess that, for some time past, I
conld not help feelivg uncomfortable mingiv-
inga for the future of our ancient national
church, The lessons taught by the ex-
perience of several years pest plainly
show that, in the present excited
and suspicious state of publiv feeling, grave
and dangerous complications and misunder-
atandings might ‘at sny moment crop up be-
tween the Irish natirn and the Holy See, snd
no one could cnlculate or fix alimit to the
deplorable consequences that might result
from them. And enemios would never at eny
time be wanting who would lsbor might snd
main to widen the breaches, and aggruvate
the misunderstandibge that would then arise.
In the excitement} insepurable from such con-
troveraies it woilld be easy fo persunde a
jealons and credulous race like oura that

or to misrepresent their countrymen. They
will tell him the whole truth, even when it
may be disagreeshle to themselves or dis-
tasteful to the feelings of their countrymen,
They go before him, thie time at any
rate, substantially united ard sgreed
on every question, evon in the alippery
and dangorous region of politics. The fact
of having unanimously entrusted the edtuca-
tional intereats of the nation to the advocacy
and protection of the Irish Pnrliamontary
party, proves that no ewsential difference of
opinion divides thom on any question. To

AFTER BEING INJURED BY THE ICS SHE

Harirax, May 10,—The Belgian steamer
Helvetin, 1161 tous, Capt. Schoonhaven,
from Antwerp to Montreal, with passengers
and general cargo, sunk off Scaterie on
Saturday. She had been in the ice around
Cape Ray, Nild., for over a week, was badly
damaged by ice and leaked considerably, She
was headed for Sydney, but, being in distress,
hailed the Allan steamer Acadian, which was
going from Hulifax to Sydnsy. The Acadian

took the Helvetiun in tow with the inten-
tion of making Louisburg, but had not gone
far befors Capt. Schoonhaven became con-

vinced that it was only a quostion of minutes

when the Helvetia would sink. The Hel-
vetia’s crew were taken on buard the Acadian
end the Helvetia went down hefore
the last of her orew bad got off, The Arcadian
then put back to the Straits of Canso and
landed the survivors at Port Hawkesbury,
This is the fourth yeassel this line has lost
within s many years, the last previous one
being the ill-fated Danlel Steinmann, wrecked
off Sambro, only thirteen months ago, when
one hundred sud twenty-four lives were lost.
