Millions read them, and there were vast num-
bers who believed a great deal of what they
read against Cutholics which was untruc.
In order to dispel prejudice it wae evi-
" dently of the utmost importauce tnat
every QOsthollo shonld be uble to give a
roasonable explauation of many of the
. bitter things said against them in the general
press. They lived in times wheén readers
might be numbsred by millions, There was
never & time when there was wore hearty
and generous feeling towarde Catholica from
their Protestant fcllow countrymen than the
present, They must not forget that the
public prees was eriginolly e Cathalic inatitu.
tion. It was a Catholic who invented priot.
ing, and Cutholics fivet printed books both in
thiz country and in Amsrica. A Catholic city
was the birthrlace ot the art of printing, and
the Catholic Cuurch fostered it inita infancy.

Id wus important, then, that they
should uea the sama ageacy which was used
againet thom, and should give agonerous awl
liberul supniré to the Cathclic press of this
country. There was a time almost within
the memory of some of those presont whay
there was no Cuatholis newepaper in Englang:
but they might thank God that they now had
many, edit=d by able men and iz polnt of lit-
rary merit equal to L4 best papers in the
f&ﬁd. Afte? huvizg briefly reforred to the
goveral Oatholio Journals and to the labors of
Fauther Nugent und others in connaction with
them, the very rev. speaker went vn to give
an illnstrazion of the zors of thing which ap.
peared #n the ordinary puptra, and which the
Catholic papers weuld correct. He instanced
a paragraph which recently appoered in more
than one Englick journal to the effeot that
the Jeaaita in Romo ware plotting to poison
the Pope, and ehowed the absurdity of such
a statement. The present Pope was one of
tho greatest stateemen of the day, and his
name was o household word in every Cathe.
lic home, There was no faur of his
being poisaued. That the report should have
appeated in respeniable journals showed the
importance ot relinlle information heing at
hand. It wnaa also & matter of importance
for Cathofics to have n number of Cutholic
Daoks, that they might be able fo talk over
varioua mssters with their Protestant friends,
and show them that t-ers was po ground for
many of their prejudices. One specisi reason
why he urged this point wns that the liter-
ature of England waa full of prejadice agninsat
Catholics, and keps slive the old traditions,
many of which no educated man gavesny
credence to. .Im oll the free lihraries they
wonld find few books by Catholis writers,
but they wonld find meny werks on hx?-
graphy, travsl, hittory, postry, and fictionin
which the Popca, pricats and monks ere st.
tacked ns konavish, ignorant and idolatrode,
and the Cathele Ohurch as a bad institation.
The lmpression made on the minds of mony
non-Catholics Dy such reading was that the
Catholics were a bad Jot altogether. That Wea
not all, for often they had to complain of wilfal
misropresentation. For instance, i *‘The
. Galden Legead” (by Longfellow, the great
Amerioan poet) one of the chzracters was the
Devil, and as he was an evamy to prieats, the
poet put into his mSuth many chsrges against
them, - A-publlo Tecturer recently had quoted
thete worda aa being the opinion of Long-
e agelf, thus utterly minrepresenting
that part'ot-his work, Then again prejudice
often arose’from not understanding words.
A good friend of his, & Profestant, had told

against Catholics, The late Mr. Riohardson
of Derby had told him that his firm had
printed xnd pold half & million of oopies of
the shilling edition of ** The Eod of Contro-
versy,” and he could not remember how many
mwillions of other Catholic publications bad
prssed through his press, Dr. Lingard, in his
work on the * Anglo-S:xon Church and His-
tory of Eungland,” had done more than any
other Cattolic writer in onr time to remove
the prcjadices and false traditions in the
minds of the pecpls with regard to the
Uatholin Church in Eogland. ‘1hose works
ought to be found in every publig library if
pesple desired to know she honest truth.
Mgr. McKenoa specially called attention to
the work which was being done by the suciety
called tho *¢Cathotic Truth Society ;" they
could ter a few pence obt in much useful nad
interesting .iterature for themselves sni to
lend. Much good might be done by the latter,
as he had lately seen,

PAGANISM IN EDUCATION.

In view of the recent attacka on the sepa-
ate echools by The Mail, tha following lec-
tare by the Rev. Father Clurke, 9. J.,
delivered recently, on the above subject, will
be read with interest :—

The preacher painted out that many of the
oharaoteristics of the educaticnal system of
pagan (Greece and Rome were being repra-
duoed in the edusaticnal systems of our own
day, the result of that glorificstion of the
Stuts whioch tekes the place of the Christisn
family and usurps the right of parenta
to eduonte their children. Ancient ednoution
was 8 compalsory educativn, All the preat
philosophcrs who wrote opon education re-
quired thut children shoula bi compeled ts
comae tu schocl if their pavents did not send
them of their ownaccorl. E fucation in ancient
days was niixed, Boyu aud gicle wers
educated together. T'hig is & aystem which is
becoming popular st the preeent day. Itis
very common—almost univergal—io the public
echoola of Americn, and is gradually being
introduced into our country. Itis a system
which is very dangerous to the yonag, having
neceesarliy o tendensy to destroy the delicrey
nnd modesty of young maidens pducited with
the rough baye ot the citiee. [he pyatem s
entirely opporod to tho true spicit of educa-
tior. Juat as compulsion in education disap-
poared under the influcnee of the Catholic
Chaureh, which acknowledged and houored the
rights of parents, 83, under the same aweet
influence, the mixed system of education wes
aleo put aside as in many resyrots undesir.
allz, ne heathen nod 050 Gorirtian, and it wus
Mot Yastored until modern paganism canme
in and set uside the Christisn spirit. And
what is the oentrs iden of this modern pagan
edacaticn ? It i3 the spirit of Independence
The object is to make the yoang citizen self-
sufficing, to ennble him to :tind by him:elf.
It was a training founded on pride and
is dianmetrioally oppesed to that spirit of hu.
manity which our Lord irtroduced. If we
lonk at moderu schools outside Lhe Catholic
Church, as tho education, for instance, im-
parted in the grest Protestant public schools
of Eoglanil, must we not acknowledge that
in this respect it repreduczea the anefont
peganaystem ! Tho wholg grafving in the
Protestanti pudile schools of this country
tends o fvculeate the pagan virtues,
the natural virtaes, as motivea of action,
cournge, scif relitn:e, minliness, peoerasity,
independcnce. Theessertint Christlan virtoes,
on taa ather hind, ere held of comparusive-
Iy listle scconnt, Submisvien pbedienoce,
docility, these are put tevward only in ao far
as they are n:cessary to the govermment of
the bidy in which the young aro boing
oducated, There s no inculeatien of the
spirit of submigeion, beceuse rubmission
muokos us like ‘unto Qur Lerd and Saviour
Jesua Christ. Thers i3 ro iuculestion of
a love of obedience in crder that we may
oboy even as Christ obeyed. Nay, there are
Christian virtnes which tao often are looked
down nupon as mean, and little, and woman-
ish. Parience and meekness and forgiveners
of injurics ars virtues which are not highly
eateemed in the publio schools of this couniry,
Chastity itaelf is ecarce}y regarded with respect
—at all ovents by many of tho clder boys.
Honor, not virtue, is held ap as the motive for
sotlon and the standard of conduct, A boyis
taught not to steal, not to lie, not to take an
aosair advantoge of his companions, becanse
it would be dishonorable, This sense f
honer is founded not upon God bat npon eelf ;
it is pased upon that pagan ae[f respect which
puts aside altogether our relation to God ; itis

opportuuity for the smployment of this mis-
taken liberty is afforded by the ¢heap news-
papers and magsz'nes which have been go
multiplied in the present dsy, and so large a
propurtion of the oontents of which are utter
ly uofis far the minda of the young. Every-
one knows how within the last week or two
details have bren published broadcast which
no Chriatian could read without devger,
which for even grown men and woman must
have been perilous, but which for the yoqog,
with their natural cariosity, with shetr sascep-
tibility, perhaps with passion justawakening,
couli not be other than absulutely ruinous.
In conclusion, the prencher slluded to the
disappsarance of dogmatic teaching from lh‘e
schon!s of the oountry, aud called upon his
kearers ta beseech God tu stex that torrent
of educational psgunism which was thresten-
ing t» overwhelm the young with vice and
ignorence, and which, if not turned aside,
muct in 8 few generations produce oonse-
qaences of which few had now any con-
ception,

THE TITLE OF THE CROSS.

——————

Ia the Chapel of Relics, in the Church of
Santa Groce ju Home ure pressrved many
holy abjects, smong whioh is the Title of the
Cross, whith was found in 1492. In that

vame year the Church waa restored
by the then titular Cardinal, Petir
Qonaalvi de Mendosa, suacceasively
Archbishop of Seville and of To-

ledo, Primate of Spain and Legata of the
Apostolic See, raised to the houcraof the
Purple by Sixtas IV., May 7th, 1473 Con-
temperary  witnesses, Laelius  Petronius
Stephen Infessura snd others quoted by
Bosio, B:pedict XiV., and M. Rohanlt de
Fleury, relats this event as followe :—

** On February let, 1192, came the great
tidinzs of the victory of Grunrda guined over
the Moora by the King of Spain, acd of the
capture of that city after a prolonged eiege.
The same day Rume witnessed a miracle,
Mer. Peter Gunealvi de Mecndosa, Curdinsl of
Sauts Groes, was repairing and repainting
his titulur church, when the workmen
sttaiving the suammit of the arch in the
ce;tre of the Mueilicn, near the raof, where
pwo »©bil columns are stul visible, discovered
& holiow” 8pEce, which proved to be a niche
containing & leaden bex of the size of -two
palme, hermotically sealed, abave which was
w marhle tablet Baving graven thercon: Fic
est  titulun  veret crucis  (Tais I8  the
title of tbhe Croszj.

characters. The whola city flzcked to the
churoh ; three days subsequently Pope Inno
cent VIIL came thither in person and
ordained the preservation cf the relic within
ita box by covering it with u slub of
crystal.

MONASTERBOICE.

THE CROSS OFF MUIREDACH IN THE
SUNTY OF LOUTH.

It ls & sirsnge fact, but simply the trath,
that uctil Geurge Petrie commenced his
labora fn the wide field of Arish archieology,
8ll, or nesrly ull that had been written
upon the mubject {at Jeast in modern
time:) was delosive, and utterly mislead-
ing, For instance—Mervyn Archdall, M. R,
I A, &c, &c., who iz usually con
asider«d one of our higheat autherlties on most
questions conderning Irish ecclesiantical an-
tiquitier, in A. D, 1780, when writing of &
monument which is the subject in caief of my
present article, states that the ** croamentst
igures are rudely engraved, and at once
ghow the uocivilized sge in which they were
executed.”

. The same anthor, when treating of the an-
tiquities of Cionmacnoise, stutes that *“before
tha weet door of the Cathedral atands 2 large
old oross of cna entire rtone, much defaced
by time, on which wre somo rude carvings,

and ap inscription in an antique und unknown
character 1"

. Thin is the truly noble croas, erected, as an
inscription in frieh etill remaining upon it
stutes, by Golman Conusllagh, ALbot of Clon-
macroise, In momcry of his friead Flann
Siuns, King of Ireland, who died in the very
beginuing of the tenth century. Culman him-
self survived unt.l A. D, 924,

Writers of the times of Archdall {comniler
of “domasticon Iibernicum), and indeed not u
few putative antiquariee who flourished ut o
period somewhut clder or Iater, ®eem to have

been utterly bind te the charae-
tr ond beauty of Celtic nrt, us ex.
hibited oo bumdreds of menuments

which timo had then spared, and hes even
handed down Lo our owy day, They appear
to bave bien completely Tgnorapt of the
meaning of lupidary inccriptions of w duie
older than the fourteenth, or fifteenth con-
tury. The legend apon su [rish wonumental
stendy, when noticed ut all, was ruppusad
by them to le eneraved in Hebrew,
Pownecian, Greek, ¢r other char.
actels so nrchaic ws to defy interpretation.
The cxqnisitely beautiful carvings, crosecs
ste., which often accompany cur carlier mor.
tuary inicriptions were rmreded only as evl-

ably. after that period the chiof mcone o
Sc. Bute's libors is scorcely mentioned in
our pablished annula.

A very till and really eplendid spoclmen
of the round tower, two churches, an ex-
tremely early lcac, or monumental flug
stone, deriring *‘s prayer for Ruarcan.”
aod the crisses aiready mentioned, remain to
indicate the entiquity and pristine graudeur
of the establishment,

To but ane of the croseen shall L now draw
the attention of the render, It has been
selected as o model specimen of early Irish
art, and alse as havieg upon its hsse an in-
geription in the Irish character and language
by which its dates can with nlmost certainty

This monument i8 most eminentiy beau-
tifol The various figure: and ornamonta
with which it is overspread have been
oxceuted with an unusual degree of chte
end artistic skill, It has suflered little S
the effeets of time, and atands nlmoat sap-.
fest as whep, nearly nine centuries sgo, tho
sculptor, we may supporo, pronounced Ls
work complete, and chiels and abbots,
barde, shannachies, warriors, ecolesias-
tics, and, perbaps, mary & rivel
artist crowded round this very spot full of
wonler and admiriticn for what they
must heve considered » truly glorions aud,
perhaps, uncqualled work.  The puman
tipures representcd in severanl of ity janpels
are, artistically speaking, w8 goed as amy
fornd in Roman work in Britaiv. The
seroll-work prerents an infinite varicty of
thoge weird invelved circles that see the
distinguishing charactiristics of ancient {risk
denorative  design, whether  found  om
parchment, metal, or stone.

But the Irssh 2rtisty of an early Curistian
period did not devole their timoand geniua to
the Jdecoration of muanuscrip.ts only.  Alnost
everythingy they touched they made maore or
lezs beautiful. As eaamellers on metel they
seem to hove had no compeers, ot lonst on thia
eide of the Alps. The eroziers, bell-covers,
shriney aud cumdachs of the nmeient Xrish
Church, muny exawples of which huve
nuppily been preserved to gur own days, are
marvels of arlisiic skill and curious workman-
nhip. Prectical and nble jewellers even of
Loedon have declared that 8o wonderful is
the charscter of much of thia Irish work of a
thousend yeera ago, that it cannot at present
be imitated.

It ianot to be suppored that during the
period of ard oulture awang the Irish referred
to, memorfal crosses or monumental fag.
stones werc lett undecorated. Indeed the
<rossen of Erin seem (o vie with our glorious
illuminatsd manuscripta and ecclesiastical
metal work In ogroolaiming the high
pouition to wti decorative art in
Ireland bad attained at a time when
elsewbers (in the West, at least) civilization
wag almoat at its lowest ebb. Though, no
donbt, hundreda have been destroyed, Ireland
is still rich in art-laden crosses, some of
which, &4 ethown by fnecriptions in the Gaelic
language, still remaining on them, were
erected in honor of kings, while others refer
to ochurckmen of higher or lower degree, or,
a8 it sometimea oconrs, to distingaished lay-
men.

Perhaps two of the three crosses remaining
in the lonely graveyard of Monasterboice,
Connty Lonth, may be considered the finest
works of their kind and age to bo found in
Ireland, or, Indeed, in the wosrld! The
place, which is sitnated about four miles
and & half to the north-west of
Drogheda, was of high {mportance during
the earlier ages of the Church, It owes its
foandation' to St. Hute, or Boctiug, son of
Bronach, who died A.D. 521, A long but
