INCITING TO MOB VBOLENCE.

. Thero iz in Toronto o Rev. Dr. Wild, who,
judging from the report of a recent nddress, is
rightly named. He figured as one of the diract
inatigators of the attnck upon Mr. Q'Brien
during his recent visit to Toronto,  After a ve-
ference to Archbishop Lynch, as “‘no bishop”
and “‘this fellow,” Mr. Wild went on to speak
of the archbisbop's letter te FLord Raundolph
Churchill, as follows :—

" Archbishop Lynch is not worthy of the
name of bishop when he would refer to such a
subject ag that. 1 would not be responsible for
his soul getting out of purgatory after making
such o statement s that. (App'ause) He
gught to have been taken to task by every papsr
in Cannda f rusing snch words apd mobbed,
yes, I say, mobbed. (Lond applaunse and tre-
mendous excitement.) That’s what ought to
have been done, and I will tell him so, tuo—
{loud applause)—and I shall boglad to hear
from hum in reply. {Renewed applause.)”

Proceeding to spenk of * Catholica” and
$ O'Brien,” he again colled for his favorite
remedy of “ mobbing ¥ :—

““The Catholics are here by our sufferance.
Take for instance the Crucifix Bill. They
wanted to have put up in every court rcom a
great wooden crucifix before which every Pro-
testant and Catholic alike should swear. We
tolerate them. We are their conquerors, and
they are here at our pleasure and their fathers
before them, and let us riss up and keep them in
their place. You Orangemen, what are you
doing ? Stand forth and keep them intheir
place, and if they will not keep their place,
crusl’g them. (Applause.) I only wish this
Crucifix Bill had gone through, If it had, the
Protestants would have awakened to their duty.
I eay the Orangemen are too quiet, I enyto
you Orangemen who may be here to-night to
riseup. Rise up, I eay, and keep them in theic
place, and on the might whea Billy O'Brien
cornes, seo that he keeps hia place, acd if he ex-
ceeds here, then mob him, I say, and I will be
there to help you. (Intense excitement and
great upf]n.use.")

Few Protestants, and still fewor Protestant
clergymen, but must heartily dirown this suc-
cerstul attempt of a prencher to incite a mobto
violence, We have been accustomed to think
thereis great license of apeech in politics, but in
many successive olection campaigns we can
recall no instance of such incendiary license as
was xndulg d in by the Toronto preacher,—St,
John (N.B.) Telcgraph.

The Toronto authorities do nat appear to
have done nnyt.hin[ir with Wild. They mads no
attempt to punish him for inciting to a breach
of peace and bloodshed. We do not aven ra-
member t0 have seen anything 1n the Toronto
press condemning such incendiary nutterances.

Itis lmgosmble that the peace can hLe pre.
served and wise counsels prevail in communi-
tiea in which such reckless vroceedings as these
pnes unrebuked by the press, by those in autho-
rity, and by moderate wen generally. It might
have been supposed that when a person cnlling
himself n clergyman stood up in a public meet-
ing, at which the leading citizens ot Toronto
were present, and urged the mubbing of an arch-
bishop, the mobbing of Reman Catho ies gene-
rally, and the mabbing of William O'Brien in
particular, there would have been wome
dissent from such outrageous propositions on
the part of clergymen, officisls, merchants,
lawyers, journalists and others presont; but
nothing of the kind happaned. Some of the
speakers were almost as bad as Wild himself,
and the ‘‘respectable” element was either silent
or applauded, The rights of the Catholic clergy
and people, and theright of free speech, were
not regarded as worth protecting, Altogether,
it was the most seandalous episede in Toronto's
history.

It must be admitted, however, that these
things are the natural and logical consaquences
of the teachings of the Mail, of Mr, Dalton Mc
Carthy, Mr. Moredith, Mr. Tom White and
other Conservative leaders snd lieutenants of
Sir John Macdonald. When Mr, White ex-
hibited thepicture of Riel toa Cardwell audience,
and attempted to arouse thewr fanaticismn hy
roference to his plzce among the * saints
of a religious faith ; when Mr., McCarthy ap-

led to sectional and national hatred almosat
10 the words nsed by Wild ; when an election
campaign waa run almost on the ssle issue of
overthrowing the constitutionn! safeguards
provided for the educutional protection of
the religious 1minority in  Ontario, such
exhibitions of intolerance and brutality
as this of Wild in Toronto and the mob-
violence directed againet O'Brien wera
to have been expected to follow. When the
leaders of the people declare by their acts that
the minority have no rights which the majority
are bonnd to respect, they may safely count
tupon finding thousands of imitators, who
will put :in practice the principles which
the (leaders teach., The respomsibility for
recent intolerant and brut: acts  rosta
with the men who, to retain "power, wera
willing to mske themselves the gxostles of strife
and inloleranca and wjustice. They sowed the.
seed ; the fruit of their sowing is the meb Jaw
which even a * minister of the Gospel” has not
hesitaced vo proclaim from the public platform.
To the politicinns may be traced the insugura-
-tion of & crusade which may vet have a bloody
ending.—Montreal Herald, June 8.
