1(d) Thic construction of ail doors and doorways in main vertical zone bullfr
heads, with thue means of securing them when closed, shall provide fire-
resistance at least as effective as the bulkheads in which the doors are situated
and must be capable of resisting the passage of smoke and flame. WatertigIit
doors need flot be mnsulated.

(e) It shail bc possible to open cach door from. cither side o! the bulkhead
by one person only. Fire doors other than watertight doors shall bc of the
self -closing type with simple and easy nicans of relcase from the open positioni-
These doors shail be of types and designs approved by the Administration.

Ail othier enclosure bullcheads shail extcnd froni deck to ec
vertically, and to the shoil or othor boundaries transvcrsely, unlessancn
bustible ceilings or linings are fitted, in which case the bulkhcads May tf
minate at the ccilings or linings.
