No person shail be entitled, as a Mcinber of the Couneil, Executive Director,
Director, Officiai or Expert, to immunities and privileges accorded in Articles
Vifl, IX, X and M, unless and until bis or ber naine and status have beec
duly notiflcd to the Minister of Foreign Affaira of Canada.

Dependents of Officiais, of tbe Directors or of tbe Executive Director will
receive autborizaticui to acdept emnployaient i Canada. "Dependents« manas
(a) spouses; (b) unniarried dependent children under 21 or under 25 if in full-
tiune attendance at a pcs-secondmry educational institution; and (c) unmarzled
children wbo are incapable of self-SUPPOrt.
