Under the terms of this agreement, Canada grants to
United States halibw% fishing vesscls the privilege of landing
catches and obtaining supplics, repairs and equipment in Canadian
ports on the Pacific coast, In return, the United States grants
the same privilege to Canadian halibut fishing vessels in Pacific

coast ports of Alaska and the Continental United States,
