The governmnent's progress of extension of

bait distribution services in Newfoundland
has been through the establishmnent of bait
holding units or walk-in freezers rather than
bait depots. Over the past four years the
service has been doubled from 20 to 40 dis-
tribution points. These facilities wiil be ex-
tended as required but at the saine tinme
transport facilities by boat and truckc must be
expanded. Currently tenders are being cailed
for a large refrigerated vessel to replace the
40-year old Arctica.
