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The said amendments were then read by the Clerk, as follows:—

1. Page 3, line 27. After “regulations” insert “lawfully”.

2. Page 4, line 8. Add the following as clause 7 of the Bill:—

7. In this Act “war with Germany and Japan” means the war that com-
n}lentc.ed on the tenth day of September, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-
nine against the German Reich and subsequently against Ttaly, Finland,
Hungary, Rumania and Japan.

The said amendments were agreed to.

With leave of the Senate,

The said Bill, as amended, was then read the third time.

The question was put whether this Bill, as amended, shall pass.

It was resolved in the affirmative.

Ordered, That the Clerk do go down to the House of Commons and acquaint
~that House that the Senate have passed this Bill with two amendments, to

which they desire their concurrence.
