FForeshadowing his future political proclivi-
ties, and introducing a melancholy note in the
relations between him and his father, the young
Ifarl, while still a boy at Eton, encountered
parental disapproval by proposing, in debate,
the Abolition of the House of Lords. He went
to Oxford, but his joining the Fabian.Society
there so angered his father that he was imme-
diately transferred to Cambridge. Their differ-
ences widened until the culmination came in a
complete break in 1928, followed by a recon-
ciliation and eventual disinheritance at the elder
man’s death,

Since taking his seat in the House of Lords,
where he is one of the small band of Socialist
Peers, the Earl of Listowel has taken an active
part in the debates, as the staunch prot: \gonist
of every humanitarian and progressive causc.

We are greatly privileged in being able to
present such a noted authority on the subject
which he has suggested for his Forum address.
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Miss Tony Sender, one of the most striking
figures in European political life during the
post-war period, and, until her enforced emigra-
tion from Nazi Germany in 1933, served as a
member (the youngest ever to be elected) of
the German Reichstag from its foundation by
the first German Republic.

Her strong convictions against the evils of
war made her an outstanding participant in the
first International Anti-War Conference held in
Bern, Switzerland, in March, 1915. Although
