Such were the “ questions asked of
many egrocers and other keepers of
shops .thruout Toronto on Saturday.
And questions were not the only evi-
dence that many people never read
newspapers nor talk much with peo-
ple who do, for at many of the stores
might be scen' would-be customers
trying to get in and being unable to
understand the reason for closing.

It was noticed, too, that many farm-
ers .came into Toronto to do their
shopping altcgether unaware of the
fact that after noon it was impossible
to buy anything except drugs.

However, Toronto won' the whole
looked as it does.on holiday. Car-
penters and others whese work kept
them in unheated places were at work,
but the majority of the peonle stayed
at home. There was no rush_ hour on
the street cars. The streets were quiet
except here and there where a tha-
tr or picture house was taking in or
diegorging its patrons.

Banks Were Open.

Some of the banks kept their whole
staffs at work, altho they were not
taking any deposits, but were merely
meeting maturing’ obligations, Today,
however, the majority of the banks'
intend to keep closed with the excep-
tion of having one or.two of the staff
on hand. Fuel Commissioner Harris
said on Friday night that if the ha Ks
kept open they were laying themselves
Yiable to a penalty. Law offices were
closed with the exception of the time
required to open and: lonk over the
mail, and in one building where théere
are many offices the manager himself
went around amd told the occupants
Who seemed to want to stay that it
was against the law.

Halls of friendly societies were open
on Saturday, this being allowable on
account aof the meetings being held
therein having been advertised be-
fore February 1,

Early Closing Today.

Grocers’, 'bakers’ and butchers’
stores will be open until noon today,
and most of them expect to do a big
business in the few hours they are
open, for many of the people, thru
oversight or ignorance of the closing
order; had not laid in a supply suffi-
cient’ for the Whole period.

DYING OF STARVATION

1
{

Men Travel Twelve Days on
Three Issues of
Soup.

London, Feb, 10.—Reuter's: Limited,
has recelved copies of carg’ully veri-
fied sworn statements from British
goldiers who have Jeturned from Ger-
lman prison camps and hospitals re-

| garding systematic brutality practiced
{by the Germans upon Italian prison-
rers. These - reports do not efmanate
from one parficular centre only, but
come from over a dozen different parts
of Germany. They have been confirm-
ed by independent testimony. The
reports ‘are of reeent orvigin, as the
soldiers who gave the testiinony lef:
Germany oniy recently, a majority of
them ‘having been reicased from prison
camps about & month ago.

Regarding the eamp at Langenszaiza,
Saxony, ‘evidencs has Leen received |
from move than o dozen indepeéndent
{sources, In November about JG00
Italian prisoners were brought in and
tlaced in a separate part of the camp
behind barbed wirz. Accordiag to the
reports they were unnecessarily knock -
ed about by under officers and guards,
who struck them with rifle butts and
scabbards. it

The Italians seemied Tamished #nd
used to rush for thair soup. The Ger-
mans, however, stabbed them with
swords and ‘bayonets, killing or
wounding many of them. Seven or
eight Italians were dyirg from star-
vation in the camp every day. One
Italian testified that hs had been 15
days on the journey to the camp and
had had only three meals during all
that time.

Italians Die Rapidly.

There is a strong fesoling amang the
English prisoners - that something |
should be done for the Italians, who |
are dying at the rate of six or seven a
day thru starvétion or dysentery.

From the Dulmen, Westphalia, camp
there are reports from many indepen-
dent] witnedsss cdoncerning the way
the Itallan prisoners are treated. Tt is
stated that the prisorers were marched
ail the way from Italy with no other
food - than bread. They also were
knocked about and starved and other-
wise treated with inhumanity. FEnglish
Pprisoners gave them their German ra-
tions.

One witness said that three or four
weeks before he left Dulmen 200 or 300
Italian prisonars arrived there. Al of
them wers virtually starved. I saw a
German sentry drew his bayonet
against these men and beat them,”
said thiy witness.

In Cassel, it is reportdd the Italians
are treated worse than the British,
being pushed about or struck by Ger-
man comporals. At Mannheim the
same brutality is regularly practiced.
One witness said the Italians traveled
12 days on three issues of soup. The
Italians rashed madly for the food and
some of them were layoneted. The
Germans, this report said, were giving
them only half rations

Other Instances.

At Musnster it was testified the be-
havior of the Germens to the Italians
had become much worse since the re-
cent krge capture of Italians. "The
prisoners suffered very mucih from the
cold and were wrapping themselves in
blanke's whenever they -could. This
bad conduct and bllyirg on the part
of the Germans set in only recently.
One witness said he saw the Italians
knocked down frequentiy and also hit
with the butt end. of rirles. This
treaiment was niot diue particularly to
{ bad conduct and bullying on the part
| ers, but simply because they were Ita-
Hans. These men have one ration of
goup and bread daily.

Similar evidence comes from Zerhst,
| Anhalt, where Italian prisoners after
five days’ journey, without food, were
driven back by the Germans with
drawn swords as thoy were going to
get their soup ‘allowance. -Another
witness ‘testified th:at at the Hemeln
camp the Italins ware nearly starved
and fought among tremselves for a
piece of bread thrown to them by
British prisoners.

At Friedrichsfelde, Province of
Brandenburg, the treatment of the Tta-
lians was equally barbarious. Here
gentries shot Italians for trying to get
food from British prisoners.

Equally revolting stories come from
Hemmelburg, Stendal, Sokau, TLim-
burg and Hamburg.
