Theodore Roosevelt, in Post-
humous Editorial, Criticizes
Stand of the President.

NO CLUE TO INTENTIONS

Recommends Present Alliance
Should Be Continued—Ad-
mit Others Later.

Kansas City, Mo., Jan. 13.—An arti-
¢le on the league of nations, the last
contribution that Col. Theodore Roose-
velt prepared for The Kansas City
Star, appeared in that newspaper to-
day. The editorial was dictated Fri-
day, January 3. The article follows:

1t is, of course, a serioufamisfortune
that our people are not getting a clear
idea of “what is happening on the
other side. For the moment the point
as to which we are foggy is the
league of nations. We all of us earn-
estly desire such a league, only 'we
wish to be sure that it will help and
not hinder the cause of world. peace
and justice. There 18 not a young
man in this country who has fought, a
an old man who has seen those deéar
to him fight, who does not wish to
minimize the chance of future war.
But there is not a man of sense Who
does not know that in any such move-
ment if too much is attempted the, re-
sult is either failure or worse—than
failure, :

In Stage of Rhetoric.

The trouble with Mr. Wilson’s utter-
ances, so far as they are reported,
and the utterances of acquiescence in
them by European statesmen, is that
they are still absalutely in the stage
of rhetoric precisely like the tout'peen
points. Some of the fourteen points
will probably have to be e€onstructed

‘ as having a mischievous sense, a €mali
number might be comstruéd as being
harmless and one or two even as bene-
ficial, but nobody knows what Mr. Wil-
son really means by them, and so all
talk of adopting them as basis for a
peace or a league is nonsense, a_nd,r it
the talker is intelligent, it is insins
cere nonsense to boot. So Mr. Wilson's
utterances give us absolutely no clue
as to whether he really intends that at
this moment we all admit Rus.‘_na,
Germany, with hich, incident‘a_xly,
we are still waging war, Turkey, Ch;na
and Mexico into the league on a tull
equality with ourselves, -Mr. Taft has
recently defined the purposes of @he
league and the limitations under which
it would act, in a way that enabled
most of us to say we very heartily
agree in principle with his theory, and
can, wihout doubt, come to an agree-
ment on specific details. ;

Use Existing League.

‘Would it not be weil to ‘begin with
the league which we actually have in
existence, the league of the allies
who have fought thru this great war?
Lét us at the peace table see that real
justice is done as among these allies.
and that while the sternest repara-
tion is demanded from our foes for
such horrors as those ' committed in
Belgium, northern France, Armenia

. and the sinking of the Lusitania, no-
thing should be done in the spirit of
mere vengeance. Then let us agree
to extend the privileges of the league
as rapidly as their conduct warrants
it to other nations, doubtless discrim-
inating between those who would bhave
a guiding part in the league and the
‘weak nations who would be entitled
to the privileges -of membership but
who would not be entitled to a guid-
ing voice in the councils. Let each
nation reserve to itself- and for its
own decision, and let it clearly set
fﬁh questions which are non-justi-
chadle Let nothing be dome that will

-interfere with our preparing for our
own defence by introducing a system
of universal obligatory military train-
ing modeled on the Swiss plan.

Will Be Long Time Before Defin-
itive Peace jis Established, Says
London Times.

London, Jan. 13.—The Times, in an
editorial today on the peace confer-.
ence, says the magnitude, number and
character of the questions to be de-+
termined make a hasty solution im¢
practicable. &

*“The pext stage after the allied con-
ference has agreed upon the terms of
a preliminary peace,” says The Times,

“When Germany has agreed to and
ratified the preliminaries,
will have to consider and discuss a
definitive peace, 'and this again will
have to be accepted and ratified by
her.

RENEWAL

TERMS ARE SETTLED

Supreme War Council Will
Demand Immediate Resti-
tution of Material and
Machinery Stolen by Ger-
mans From France and
Belgium.

Paris, Jan. 13.—~The supreme coun-
cil of the peace congress resumed its
sessibns at 3 o’clock: this afternoon at
the French foreign office, with the
distinguished gathering of vesterday
augmented by the presence of Japan
among the great powers represented,
and a notable gathering of military,
naval, economic and financial repre-
sentatives of the various powers.
