Lawrence j
market Saturday was again Heavy, cs- ; 
pecially so ln the wagon section, which 
had its overflow lined up on the side 
street—the North Toronto having its 
usual crowd.

Butter was not quite so slow as a 
week ago, and had practically the same 
range1 of prices, namely, 68c to 70c per 
lb., with the bulk of choice quality go­
ing at 66c to 67c per lb.
