He claimed the
body, but had no funds even to pay the
undertaker or the shllt:Plng charges, and it
was not dellvered to him,

first case of impounding a corpse for debt

BRAM OR BROWN?

e ;
It Appears to be n Quiéstion Retween
Them as to Killed Captain Nash
and Mis Wife.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 22.~There was much
specilation in the United States Cirenit
|(J«mrt this morning before the judges took
itheir seats on the bemch as to how they
|would rule regarding the sensational testl-
mony which District Attorney Hoar wish-
ed to Introduce in the trial of Mate Bram.
The opinion of the court was delivered by
Justice Colt, who sald that the evidence
!wulplalnly inadnussible and its admission
{would be a violation of the fu 1
ilaws of evidence. It is, he lnld.n d:?;gs!:d
to prove that the defendant had n on
aunother vessel six months or more bafore

wus on the Herbert Fuller and that be
had proposed to kill the captain and seize
the cargo and vessel. This was no logical
connection with the case being tried, and
the evidence was rejected, The first wit-
ness called was Oscar Anderson, a seaman
(on the Fuller at the time of the tragedy.
{Hé went aft in the cabin with the others
‘and described finding the bodiés, the acts
of the defendant and others, the siguing
of the paper and other acts of the crew In
corroboration of the testimony of the pre-
vious witnesses. The witness deseribed the
conduct of Brown the night before the mur-
t_i'er._ He came up to the witness and said:

You can lle down and take a nap.”. 1
lay. down, wituess said, and he began
walking about the deck. Then he came
and lovked at me and 1 got scated. He ask-
ed: “Are you asleep?” I said “No.” I told
the steward about It (he next woruing, and
said I wanted something done to -hiwmn, be-
cause 1 thought he wus golng to do some-
thing to me. After the murder he became
very quiet and would not talk, Before the
wurder he was talking all the time. I nev-
er knew Brown to sleep on the deck before
the night of the morder, and 1
knew any one else to do su,

Frineis M. Lobeac, o member of the erew
of the Herbert Fuller ou the uight of the
fragedy, agreed with the last witness re-
garding the conduet of the vessel with the
wheel lashed with the conditions as they
were ou that night. Bram was on deck
dnd at, 2 o'clock ealled out four bells, and

witno went aft to relieve Brown. ar the '
whitel. ‘After Brown had gone forward frow |
th¢ wheel and while witness was at the
whéel Bram went down the steps of the
after rompanionway. Contlnuing, the wit-|
ness sald: ‘I then saw him run up the
compnojonway. He was gowne about 0
seconds. Hardly had Mate Bram got np
on de‘(:-k. when I heard the passenger Monks
say: ‘I am all right,” The mate came up
and looked at the compass, am}\ could see
ihis fage by the biunacle light) It was
white. Standing at the wheel, witness look-
ed through the window and saw a heap of
clothlny on the floor in the dark:room oc-
cupled”’by the captain. He had one hand
on the wheel. When witness went to the
wheel he heard what seemed to be a gur-
gling sound from the cabin,

Witness Loheae, being questioned regard-
ing Brown’s forecastle stories, sald that he
told about killing a man in Rotterdam and
su@ he got clear by playing insanity.

“DId he use the word insanity #’

“Yes, sir.”” (Brown, when on the witness
stand, professed not to know the meaning
of the word lnsanity).

Continuing, witness said that during this
conversation, there was talk abont a bar-
rel of kerosene aboard and that Brown had
suggested that It be spllled on the cargo
and ‘set on fire. He heard him talk to
himself and laugh, but witness could mot
understand what he was saying. Witness
took charge of the vessel after the cap-
tain’s death, bhaving been appointed first
mate by Bram. Nelther Monks uor. Spen-
cer hnd anything to do with it. Witness
sald that he had seen the wheel lashed by
Capt. Nash a few davs before the murder,
The vessel was sail ng free and the wheel
was lashed for five minates. Had onuce
sald, “We suspected Brown on aecount of
bis behavior; he behaved so badly.” When
there was a question about the disposal of
the bodies, Brown said: “‘Throw the bod-
tes overboard.”” When Brown was at the
wheel he wore a blue flannel shirt, white
trousers with blne stripes, a pair of slip-
pers and a white hat. Saw shirt and
trousers hanging up to dry next day anc
the shirt was the same that the witness
had seen being washed on the Sunday be-
fore. When the defendant was put in irons
he asked why It was done, and Spence
told him It was for the murder he ha¢
comm'ltted. He sald, “lI am an i[pnocen’
man.’

i

On re-direct examination, witness repeat-

ed the kerosene story and sald Brown told
bim just before the night of the murder:
‘““There I8 a barrel of kerosene on the ship
and it would not take long to spill it over
thﬁ Ccargo and set it on fire.””

r. F. W. Draper of Boston, a duate
from Harvard Medical Behool a a_ pro-
fessor there, was Dow &u’t on the stand.

London, Dee, 22.—The confirmation of
the Right Hon. and Most Rev. Fred«
erick Temple as Archbishop of Can«
terbury and Primate of all England, in
succession to the late Most Rev. Ed~
ward Whife Benson, took place in the
Church of St. Mary Lebow In Londomn
to-day, The Most Rev. Willlam Dal~
rymple MacLagan, Archbishop of York
and’ Primate of England, officiated at -
the ceremony.

At the beginning of the ceremony
the Rev. Edward Brownjobhn startled
those present by :rising from lis seat
and thrice protesting against the con-
firmation of the newly appointed Arche
‘bishop, on the ground that he held to
the doctrine of evolution,

The action of Mr, Brownjohn created
a great sensation, and when the con-
gregation assembled had recovered
somewhat from their astonishment
many persons stood up on their seats
and hooted and groaned at the protest-
ing clergyman for some time. When
order was restored Archbishop Mac-
Lagan refused to. entertain the protest,
whereupon Mr, Brownjohn left the
church amid the groans of the audi-
ence. The excitement then subsidel,
and the services proceeded.’
