THE DOOM OF HISTORY.
Great movements in history make their 

own gait, and they may move so slowly 
that we are unable to see -the connection 
between events that are in truth related. 
One hundred and forty years ago the 
dominion of France in North America 
came to an end after a long and fierce 
struggle with England and her cotonios 
on this continent: the French colonizing 
movement: failed and went down before 
the English colonial spirit. Today It 
would seem es if the last trace of the 
power of Spain on this continent were 
about to disappear in a similar struggle 
with England or the children of England. 
Spanish colonial empire, too, has failed 
in America, while the English movement 
dominates everything,and what appeared 
to be a split between England and her first 
cvlonies promises to be a reunion against 
the world. Why did France go down in 
America, why is Spain disappearing be­
fore the Anglo-Saxon? The reason in 
e’ther case was much the same to those 
who can read the signs of history, but 
Spain refused to learn where France 
had left a frightful finger-post, and has 
steadily bundled forward to a similar 
doom. Every doom has n cause and 
many dooms anrilar causes, but nations 
like individuals delight in not seeing.

And what was the cause of the down­
fall of France and of Spain In America? 
Political corruption for one thing. Not 
that English and American political 
institutions are not tainted. Bnt they 
are certainly leas tainted. The one 
thing our neighbors and ourselves have 
to fear is political corruption in any of 
Its forms. We, no more than Spain or 
France, have any heaven-born daim to 
immunity. Our turn may come, and for 
our neighbors we sometimes think their 
day of trial is near at hand. It they 
wonld save themselves, if we would 
save ourselves^ we must learn the 
lesson.

!1VILD ENTH Ü SI ASM.
Corridor» of the White House Rang 

With Cheers When Sampson*» 
Despatch Arrived.

Washington, July 4.—In the Senate to­
day resolutions calling upon the Secretary 
of War for Information as to experiments 
with explosives and Invention» were pass­
ed, and consideration of the Hawlian reso­
lution» were resumed. Mr. Alien (Neb.) op­
posed the resolution. He laid down the 
proposition that annexation Involved the 
abandonment of the Monroe doctrine and 
the traditional foreign policy of thi» coun­
try. He declared that Porto Rico, Cuba and 
the Philippines should be made independent. 
Spain should pay the entire cost of the war 
and the war should not end with any in­
crease of this Government’s territorial pos­
sessions.

The wildest and most Indescribable 
thuslasm greeted Admiral Sampson’s de­
spatch announcing the complete annihila­
tion of Admiral Cervera’s fleet and the sur­
render of the admiral himself with 1300 
Spanish prisoners. Cheer after cheer rang 
through the corridors of the State, War 
and Navy Buildings. A surging mass of 
newspaper correspondents struggled about 
the bulletin boards, and hundreds of of­
ficials and clerks crowded up to hear the 
stirring news. First the hurrahs started in 
the Navy Department, but, as word passed 
along, the cry was taken up until every hall 
and corridor echoed with cheers of vic­
tory. Soon the news spread outside, and 
ran to the 4th of July ‘crowds ujitU the 
whole national Capital was sharing in the 
cheers. To say that the glad tidings were 
welcome to the President and his advisers 
but faintly tells the sentiment lt inspired. 
Among them and In all official quarters 
It was accepted not only as a glorious vic­
tory on the natal day of the Republic, 
but one which dealt such a deadly blow 
to Spain that she could not rise again.

The Associated Press despatch conveying 
Admiral Sampson’s cablegram, telling of the 
capture of the Spanish, fleet was read in 
the Senate. At the conclusion of the good 
news all the Senators and occupants of the 
galleries joined in the applause, which was 
prolonged.

The chair refrained for once from any ef­
fort to check a demonstration ' of approval 
In the Senate Chamber.
Two More Spanish Ships Destroyed.

Off Santiago de Cuba, July 2, via King­
ston, Jamaica, July 3.—On the morning of 
July 1, the Hirst, Hornet and Wampatuck 
destroyed a Spanish gunboat near Cape 
Cruz. On the afternoon of the same day 
these members of the Mosquito Fleet de­
stroyed another Spanish war vessel at Ma- 
zanilla. At the latter place a hot engage­
ment ensued between the three small Am­
erican craft and nine Spanish vessels, sup­
ported by land batteries and troops ashore.

One large Spanish torpedo boat was dis­
abled, three Spanish gunboats were seri­
ously injured, and a pontoon full of Span­
ish troops was sunk, the enemy escaping 
in boats.

The Hornet was temporarily disabled, 
but the only casualties on the American 
side were three men slightly scalded by 
escaping steam. The Spanish loss in troops 
and sailors is believed to be heavy.

The Hirst,Hornet and Wampatuck return­
ed to Santiago de Cuba to-day and were 
sent to Guantanamo for repairs.

As far as the United States and Spiin 
are concerned the war Is practically over. 
The annihilation of Cervera’s fleet leaves 
the Spaniards on this side of the At­
lantic almost completely at the mercy cf 
the Americans. Whether Spain will 
have the good sense to yield at once to 
the inevitable or will invite further des­
truction and slaughter remains to be 
seen, but the end, In any event, can­
not be tong delayed. The United States 
flag will soon be flying over every 
Spanish possession in America. But while 
the end of the struggle between Spain 
and the United States is within sight, 
other complications of a serious turn are 
not only possible but quite probable. The 
powers of Europe will demand a voice 
in the settlement of the terms of peace 
ard in the division of the spoils. The 
German Emperor has already Interfered 
with Admiral Dewey’s tactics at Manila. 
The gunboats of the two nations have 
been pointed against each other, and 
Russia stands by in threatening attitude. 
It will require no little diplomacy to 
prevent a serious complication between 
the United States and continental 
Europe in the winding-up of the war. 
The war itself can furnish few more 
surprises, but no one can foretell how the 
powers will finally adjust the bankruptcy 
proceedings. Confined to its present 
narrow limits, the Spanish-American war 
could never become a really great 
struggle, but it may easily become the 
spark that will kindle a mighty confla­
gration. „ t
