FRANCE GIVES UP SIPIDO

And the Socialists of Belgium Are
Mad About the Surrender of the
Young Outlaw,

Brussels, Nov. 21.—In the Chamber of
Deputies yesterday, the Soclalists made
an attack on the Government in connection
with the recent extradition from France
of Sipldo, the youth who attempted to
assassinate  the Prince of Wales in- this
city some months ago. M. Vandervelde,
the Soelalist leader in the House, declarad
that Slp‘};lo‘l extradition was illegal, and
that it had been secured by the interven-
tion of King Leopold, who was prompted
thereto by a desire to propitiate Great

Britain, -

M. Vanderheuvel, Minister of Justice, de-
fendi the Government’s action in the
cuse, declared that Sipido had been sur-
rendered to the Belgian authoritles by
France in virtue of the Franco-Belgian
convention of 18088, which provided that
each natlon should surrender to the other
refugee minors who had acted without
discretion.

MR. WOODBURY RESIGNS.

United States Customs Officer at the
Union Station Goes to
Atlanta, Ga.

Mr. W. H, Woodbury, who for the last
22 years has been United States customs
officer in this city, has resigned the posi-

tion, and wil] leave shortly for Atlanta,
Georgfa. - Mr, Woodbury is one of the
oldest officlals at the Union S®tation, and
is widely known thruout the - country.
Twenty-two years ago he was appointed
customs officer at the old live stock ship-
ping yards, then situated at the Don. For
the past 11 years he has been customs
officer at the Union depot, in the baggage
department. Mr. Woodbury has been con-
pected with the United States customs for
the past 30 years. In the wmeantime, the
duties of the customs officer at the depot
x'lgk be looked after by Mr. F. D, Bur-
ank.

BARN STRUCK BY LIGHTNING.

The Storm of Yesterday Was Disas-
trous to Mrs. Charles Bartels,
Near Hespeler.

Hespeler, Ont., Nov. 21.—During the ter-
rific storm which visited this vieinity to-
day the barn belonging to Mrs. Charles
Bartels, about two miles from Hespeler,
was struck by lightning and tetally de-
stroyed. The implements were saved, but
the barn and the whole of this season's
crops, as well as most of the livestock,
were destroyed. The loss Is estimated af
ahout $1800, with $1200 insurance in the
Waterloo Mutyal. On account of the high
wind raging at the time, it was with groat
difficulty that the house and outbullglup
were saved. }

K LAMB’S RADIAL SCHEME

; -
The Draft Bill to Incorporate the Toronto and Central
Railway Discussed by the Aldermen—Municipalities
Must Be Consulted Before Going to the Legislature.

Commlttee«wlll Advertise for Capitalists to Handle the Affair—
City is Asked to Pay for Advertising a Scheme That Has Not
Yet Been Properly Deéveloped—The Smoke Question Stands

for a Month.

Ald. Lamb had an interesting time yescer-
day afternoon with the joint committee of
the Works and Legislation Committee con-
sidering bis draft **Act to Incorporate the
Teronto and Central Rallway Company,” in
other words the radial railways project.
The final droft of the hull, as it came from
the bands of Mr. Lobb of the city legal
departmment and the sub-comwmittee, was as
toliows: i

“Whereas large towns and villages
and a populous farming community in
Centrai Ontario will be greatly benetit-
ed by a rapid railway service to the
St. Lawrence Market, Toronto, and che
suld markel is now being enlarged and
will bring thereto a large number of
buyers or produce for local consump-
tion and tor export;

“‘And whereas it is desirable in the in-
terest of the whole community ‘hat a
systein of at least six electric radial
rallways, equipped with tirst-class cars
both for passengers and freight, should
be constructed to extend easterly,
wortherly and westerly from the city of
Toronto a distance for the present of
at least 100 miles.

“Therefore Her Majesty, by and with
the comsent and advice of the Legis.a-
tive Assembly of the Province of On-
tario, enacts as follows:

“l. The said (blank for names) are
hereby coustituted a body corporate and
politic under the name of the Toronto
and Central Railway Company, with the
powers set forth in The Electric Radl-
way Act, Revised Statutes of Ontario,
chapter 200.

*'2. The railways of the sald company
shall run from the St. Lawrence Mar-
ket, Toronto, to points within one hun-
dred miles therzof,

*8, The head office of
shall be at Toronto.

‘4, The capital stock of the sald
company shall be five million dollars, In
tifty thousand shares of one hundr:d
dollars each.

*‘5. The said shall be pro-
vigionai directors of the sald company;
the majority shall be a quoram.

**6. Tde whole amount of bonds, de-
bentures or other securities issued by
the said ‘company may resch §20,000,
but not more, for each mile of said
railways, . 2

"*7. the construction of the railways
shall be begun within ome ‘year from
the passing of this Act, and not less
than 100 miles shall be constructed an-
nually thereafter until the railways are
complete.

*8. Section 136 of the sald Electric
Raflway Act shall not apply to the said
company.'’ v

Backed By Anonymous Capitalists.

Before starting in on the discussion of
the bill, Ald. Lamb said he had received
letters from American capitalists, the first
men in the Republic, which would show
how the scheme was regarded. He ‘would
read these letters only in a semi-public way
and would not reveal the names. B

The first leter Ald. Lamb read asked
whether the proposed system of elec:ric
ratlways would be operated on Sunday, as
it would greatly depreciate the value of
such property if there were Sunday prohibi-
tion. The experience of the writer was

that the best traffic, especially affectiag
the working people, was carried on Satur-
day and Sunday. If there were Sunday re
siriction the propesition would not appeal
to capitalists. ¥he'“wpiter of the letter
was prepared to counsider the matter at any
time, and as soon as-he had satisra:tory
information he would go to Toronto to look
into the matter of vaiue,

The second letter read by Ald. Lamb sim-
ply said tvhat the writer was prepar:d to
1ovk into the financial position of the pro-

osition. The letter was signed ‘“Kobler

ros., Chicago.”
Objects to Sunday Service.

Ald. Urquhart moved that the 8th sectfon
of the bill be struck out, which would make
the 186th section of the Eleciric Rallway
Act apply. This section is as follows:

(1) It shall not be lawful for any com-
pany to which this Act applies to oper-
ate its railway on the Lord's Day.

Ald. Urquhart's motion was lost.

Freight Carrying.

Mr. Lobb of the City Legal Department
asked the committee to consider the mat-
ter of freight carrying. So far as he could
discover the Toronto Railway Company bas
nc right to carry freight, but might be giv-
en that right by the City Engineer. The
proposed radials were designed n a very
considerable way for freight carrying. The
committee had therefore to comsider whe-
ther the streets of Toronto were to be
used for freight carrying. With regard to
passenger traffic the Toronto Rallway Com-
pany has the exclusivesright, but there is
nothing to preclude the new company mak-
ing an arrangement with the Toronto Rall-
way Co. Nothing need be said at the ccm-
mittee indicating the least intention of in-
terfering with the rights of the Railway
Company.

Ald: Urquhart: THey canmot be inter-
fered with.

Ald. Leslie: The new company would be
a feeder to the Street Rallway Company.

Connsult the Municipalities.

Ald. Urquhart: Before we go further, we
ought to have a consultation with the offi-
cials of the counties thru which this rail-
way is to run. If you wish this bill to pass
you must have the assistance pof all the mu-
nicipalities in the six or seven counties con-
cerned. If you call fogether the wardens
of ihese counties, all. the municipalitios
could go to the Legislature together to se-
cure the passage of the bill. - We have had
no word from the mnunicipalities as to how
they regard the bill. I now move that we
invite the wardens of the counties, the
reeves of the townships and the mayois
of the towns concerned to a confere.ace
with this committee.

Ald. Lamb read the circuiar which he had|

sent out to all the municipalities, asking
for their co-operation. He could say that
the replies to a great extent were non-com-
mittal.

Ald. Urquhart: Why did you not bring
them here.

Ald. Lamb: I don’t want the press to re-
pcrt this. They did not give me the en-
couragement I had expected.

Ald. Hubbard: This is awful.

Ald. Lamb explained that it would be
impossible to get 84 townships in line. There
was a prejudice in the ranks of the coun-
try storekeepers that the line would injure
them. As a matter of the best opinion
these storekeepers would he greatly bene
fited. We want to invite American and
Canadian capitalists and after we do that
is the time to give the finishing touches to
the bill.

Ald. Dunn: 1 don’t agree with you there.
