MUCH DEPENDS ON TO-DAY’S SESSION are agreed on the 
The present ad valorem 

tariff Is to be converted into a specific tariff 
at the average rates of the present treaty 
tariff, 5 per centum, effective and articles 
now on the free list are to be included in 
the new specific schedule.
