Mr. Maclean, as far as we can gather, 
has moire clauses in the public inter­
est. The government’s measure is 
to be presented today, and they will 
probably ask that the other bill stand 
until theirs is discussed. Mr. Mac- 
lean can, later on, go on with his 
bill, or, as the government bill is dis­
cussed, can ask to have any provis­
ions of his bill inserted in the other.

We publish in another column the 
criticism of Mayor Howland and of 
The Mail newspaper on Mr. Maclean’s 
bill. This criticism, we imagine, will 
apply also to the government’s bill. 
Mayor Howland is to go to Ottawa 
to lodge his protest, his contention 
being, as far as we can gather, that 
telephone companies are only to 
be allowed to erect their poles 
on streets and roads on condi­
tions imposed by the municipalities. 
If provisions of this character can be

the general act presented by Mr. 
Maclean. Both clauses in question, 
however, are clauses contained in the 
General Railway Act, on which both 
telephone bills are modelled, and, 
either by implication or effect, are in 
the various laws dealing with tele­
graphs. If telephone companies or 
telegraph companies are not to be 
allowed to amalgamate, the power 
need not be given to them.

The special feature of the govern­
ment’s measure, as we gather from 
the summary of it in the papers, is 
that jurisdiction over telephone com­
panies and over «heir rates, and 
grievances against them, will rest 
with the Railway Committee of the 
Privy Council. It is just a question 
whether it would not have been bet­
ter to have placed this jurisdiction 
where it is in England, namely in the 
Postmaster-General We have been 
looking over the legislation in Eng­
land in regard to telephones and tele­
phone companies, and it is away 
ahead of anything proposed here in 
Canada to-day. and gives the Post­
master-General there almost absolute 
control of all the telephone com­
panies, empowers him to license any 
telephone company that proi>oses to 
do business, empowers him to license 
any municipality that desires to fur­
nish its own telephone system, the 
general act also providing that muni­
cipalities may borrow money for this 
purpose, and compels all the com­
panies to use «he government trunk 
lines for what, is called exchange 
business between any one company 
and any other.

If the municipalities and the boards 
of trade will study the question and 
present their views to parliament, it 
is likely that a fairly good bill will 
be knocked into shape this session, 
but the Bell Telephone Co. will do 
its best to have no legislation what­
ever passed.
