“The central heating ptant, which
will supply the university with its o»n
heat and light,’ has bheen under. con-
sideration for over a year, and infor-
mation has been gathered from vari-
ous sources, A reputable New York
firm decided that the best situation
was down In the ravine behind the li-
brary, and away from the other build-
ings. The architects then informed us
that the back elevation of the building
could be sunk 20 feet. Hard coal would
be used and there would be no smoke
from it. All in all, it would not inter-
fere in any way with- the surround-
ings, as they are viewed from the park.
This will mean an immense saving to
the university and is one instance of a
case where the authorities were not
able to have the most desiraole site
for their buiflding, but made the best
of the prevailing conditions.

“The gift of the late H, A. Masscy
will fill- the social, athletic ang reil-
gious requirements of the wstudent
body and the equipment will be sec-
ond to none in the world. .Opportuni-
ties will be afforded the student at To-
ronto University such as few univer-
sities on this continent possess.

“I still hold to the stand which I
took last year, and during the year
we have raised the academic stand-
ard. The standard for entrance to the
university should be senior matricula-
tion, and I myself should like to throw
the whole first year back on the high
schools thruout the province. Ithink
that the difficulty lies in the lack of
good teaching of French and German
in the high schools.
