NFLD, IS CHARGE

Wanted to Join in West Indies
Pact—Government Action
Urged.

ST. JOHN’S, Nfid., July 14—The
action of Canada in negotiating a
commercial treaty for trade with the
West Indies without affording New-
foundland an opportunity to share in
its advantages is vigorously protest-
ed by the newspapers of the colony,
which urge that the Government
take steps to secure a similar com-
pact. The papers charge that the
British Government was favorable
to the Inclusion of Newfoundland,
but that Canada objected. Newfound-
land exports large quantities of cod-
fish and other fishery products to the
Carribean and buys much molasses
there.
