“Their first function was to ascer-
tain what supply of foodstuffs each peas-
ant held, the idea being, apparently, that
stores which had béen successfully hid-
den from the requisiting parties sent
out from the towns could not escape the

“The committees assumed extraordin-
ary powers. They .could - redistribute
property.~ They could take away farm
rom & peasant who was com-
paratively well off and give it to a less
fortunate man. They had the power of
eapital punishment, which they used
freely. The bare word of the chairman,
sometimes a youth of eighteen or nine-
teen, was a sufficient death warrant
either for political. offenses or for the
withholding of supplies. .

There is not only an extreme
shortage of food, but in the towns an
absolute fuel famine, owing to the
breakdown of transport. 5

“The reason for the food shortage is
that in making their requisitions from

the fact that seeds would be required for
growing corn in the future and cattle for
breeding. The industrial workers will
not be enthusiastic to maintain a gov-
ernment which has brought them to this
pass. For these reasons our informant
is strongly inclined to the opinion that
we shall see great changes in Russia dur-
ing the summer or.autumn,

Manufacturers and ‘union labor leaders
all over the United States are said to
be watching with interest and sympathy
the experiment in industrial democracy
which is now being conducted in five
cities—Fort Wayne, Ind.; Shelton, Conn.;
Cleveland, Ohio; -Paterson, N. J., and
Brooklyn, N. Y.—and which, it is be-
lieved by some of them, will scotch, if
it does mot prevent, Bolshevism in in-
dustrial centres where it is put into ef-
fect.

. The originator of the plan, John Leitch,
an efficiency engineer, it among
-300 employes of a Fort Wayne piano fac-
tory. Its basis was the Constitution of
the United States. The factory was ad-
‘ministered by a senate, a house of repre-
sentatives ‘and a cabinet comespoglding
to the aids and :advisers of the president.

Governor Signs
lllinois Dry Law

Search.-and-Seizure Act to Take Effect
July 1—It Prohibits the Manufacture,
Sale or Transportation of Liquor

Springfield, Illinois, June 26—The
search-and-seizure bill which was strong-
ly opposed by the wet forees in Illinois
has been signed by Gov. Frank O. Low-
den and will become a law.-on July 1.
The bill prohibits the manufacture, sale
or transportation of alcoholic liquors in
dry territory in Ilinols, : -

Governgr Lowden in a statement at
the time he signed the bill had the fol-
lowing to say:—

“There seems to be an idea prevalent
that you can have prohibition imrlaw but
not in fact. This is a dangerous assump-

tion. :
“There is no ground, in my opinion, on

It will therefore become a
law.”
The wets made their strongest attack
against the bill on the ground that it
invades the privascy of the home. Gov-
ernor Lowden points out that a provis-
ion in the bill specifically exempts priv-
ate dwellings unless such residence js a
place of resort or intoxicating liquor is
sold or kept there for sale in violation of
the law. The governor included in his
statement an opinion from the state’s at-
torney-general to this effect.
