Several of the name served under Colonel 
Fanning and Captain William Carr of 
the Chatham county loyal militia, was 
married at the same time and place,with 
Colonel Fanning. The marriage took 
place early in the summer of 1782, and 
this is Colonel Fanning’s account of that 
important event in his life.

“l concluded within myself that is was 
bette* for me to try and settle myself, 
being weary of the disagreeable mode of 
living, I had bourne with for some con­
siderable time, and for the many kind­
nesses, and the civility of a gentleman, 
who lived in the settlement of Deep 
River, had introduced me to pay my ad­
dresses to his daughter, a young lady of 
16 years of age. The day of marriage 
being appointed, on making it known to 
my people, Capt. Wm. Hooker and Capt 
William Carr, agreed to be married with 
me. They both left me to make them­
selves and the supposed wives ready, and 
the day before we were to be coupled, 
the rebels before mentioned, with their 
good horses, came upon them, and Capt 
Hooker’s horse being tied so fast he 
could not get him loose until they caught 
him ana murdered him on the spot 
Myself and Capt Carr was married and 
kept two [days merriment. The rebels 
thought they was sure of me then ; how­
ever, I took my wife and concealed her 
in the woods with Capt Carr’s, and caus­
ed an anonciation to be put out that I 
was gone to Charleston ; in order to be 
convinced the rebels sent a man in as a 
spy with 2 letters from General Leslie 
[the British comyaander in South Caro­
lina,] with instructions to me inlist men 
for the service, which I knew was forged, 
in order to betray me.”

The young girl who had plighted her 
troth in the bloom of womanhood to the 
daring partisan, with a price set upon 
bis head, proved a faithful wife and com­
forter through the long years of hard­
ship which followed, and when peace 
came to the afflicted colonies, she follow­
ed her husband into the British lines 
around Charleston, and shared with him 
a life of exile. Previous to that event, 
an episode in their lives may be repeat­
ed here. Finding the British cause hope­
less, Colonel Fanning sent 
a flag to General Marion 
the celebrated Carolina partisan, whom 
Simms the novelist and Bryant the 
poet have immortalized, with a request 
that he would grant a safe conduct to his 
wife and some property to the British 
garrison in Charleston. Marion’s officers 

postulated against the, concession, on 
account of Colonel Fanning’s “inveterate 
hostility to the American cause,” but 
Marion yielded to the request. “Let but 
his wife and property reach the British 
lines,”he replied, "and. Fanning will 
follow. Force them to remain, and we 
only keep a serpent in our bosom.”

Many years after peace had healed 
partially the wounds of the great revolu­
tion, Mrs. Fanning revisited the home 
of her childhood in South Carolina, and 
spent some months with her relatives 
who had remained there. One relic of 
that eventful visit is still preserved in 
Digby, a gourd w or drinkin 
formed from a plant grown in that 
state, and which -was presented to her 
on the eve of her departure for Nova 
Scotia, by an old negro slave, owned by 
her relativ 

After a married life of forty-three years 
and a widowhood of eight, in all extend­
ing over a period of fifty-one years from 
those wild days when bloodshed, assasin- 
ation and riot reigned supreme in the 
back county of the Carolinas, death en­
tered quietly into the Fanning home­
stead at Digby, and the old partisan 
ami his wife were again united.

When Mr. Howe had concluded, a vote 
of thanks which was moved by Sir John 
Allen, was unanimously tendered to him 
for his fine paper, which we trust to see 
published in permanent form at an 
early day.

THETORBY MURDER.

The Iuforninlion Agali-M Watt and 
Grey—Be*lnnlug; ol the Preliminary 
Examination.

At exactly twenty minutes before 
eleven o’clock this morning the prelim­
inary examination of Theodore Watts 
and William Grey was begun. Both 
men were rather nervous, and when they 
stood up to listen to the charge being 
read over to them, Grey shook like a

The follbwing information was laid by 
Chief Clarke and read by the magistrate:

W. Walker Clark, Chief of Police of 
St. John, suspects and believes that 
Theodore Watts and "William Grey, act­
ing together, did feloniously and wilful­
ly, and of malice aforethought, kill and 
murder Samuel Torry contrary to the 
statute made and provided, and the rea­
sons for this belief are :

First—That Samuel Torry was on the 
25th of May, murdered in the city of St. 
John, his death being the result of a stab 
from a knife.

Second—That from facts which have 
come to my knowledge and from sworn 
statements made before the coroner’s 
jury, it would appear that the deceased 
and said persons under suspicion were 
engaged in a quarrel, and violence was 
used during such quarrel, and that a 
knife was used after a threat that it 
would be used, and that the said Theo­
dore Watts has admitted that he actu­
ally did the wounding, whereby death 
was occasioned.

Third—That Wm. Gray was present 
when the blow was dealt and was in 
conflict with the said Samuel Torry at 
the time or immediately before.

Fourth—That the knife with which the 
blow was caused was the property of 
William Gray, given to the said Watts, 
atthetimeor immediately before the 
murder was committed.

The prisoners were not required to 
plead and the examination was begun.

Officer Robt Hamilton was the first
witness called. He testified that he 
knew Watts and Gray for four or five 
months, since they have been working 
for a Mr. McCarthy. On Sunday night 
he and Officer Laskey were sent out to 
the bridge to look for the murderers of 
Torry. Between 5 and 6 o’clock Monday 
morning they saw Watts and Gray com­
ing up the road and, hiding themselves, 
they waited until the men came up when 
the officers took them in custody. 
The men made no resistance and allowed 
themselves to be handcuffed. Hamilton 
told the prisoners there was rather a 
serious charge against them, to which 
they made no reply. The witness de­
scribed the taking of the men to the 
police station, the searching of their 
pockets and the finding of a knife on 
Gray after which they were locked in 
cells.

Robert Ready was the next witness 
called. Sworn, stated that he knew 
Torry for about 25 years; only knew 
Gray to see him. He tola of going to 
Torry’s, getting some gin and falling 

leep. He did not see Torry after he 
ke or has not seen him since. 

He saw Mrs. Torry who was sitting 
alongside of a table ; did not see her cry­
ing. He did’nt even know that Torry 
was dead until after the policemen came. 
He did not then ask u here Torry was 
or did not ask anything about it as he 
had to go to the police station.

A. Everett, 
about the water supply and sewerage at 
the Exhibition building; J. Calkin an­
nouncing that he was prepared to go on 
with the contract for 100 ate lights by 
September and asking the city to propose 
therefor.

Resolved, That occasion having arisen 
in the public interest, for the carrying on 
of the public civic work of building 
deep water wharves with warehouses, 
as part of needed harbor improvements 
in connexion with railway terminal 
facilities at Carleton, in this city, on the 
western side of the harbor, and the 
erection of a grain elevator there, to 
meet the expenditure in connexion with 
which civic works it is necessary to bor­
row sums of money not exceeding in the 
whole the sum of $250,000 ; therefore,

HISTORICAL SOCIETY.

Mr. Jonas D. Howe Reads a Valuable 
Paper on Colonel Dnvld Fanning.

The last meeting of the Historical 
Society for the season was held last even­
ing. Sir John C. Allen, who was present, 
was elected an honorary member after 
which Mr. Jonas D. Howe read a lengthy 
and very valuable paper on the Hfe and 
adventures of Colonel Fanning, a North 
Carolina Loyalist who came to this city 
and settled in this province where he 
lived for many years. He afterwards 
removed to Digby, N. S. where he died 
in 1825 at the age of seventy. Colonel 
Fanning was a very active partisan and 
among his exploits was the capture of 
the rebel governor of North Carolina. 
He has been very freely abused by 
American authors in consequence of his 
deeds, but there is no doubt that he was 
a deserving officer. The following ac­
count of Colonel Fanning’s marriage is 
the only portion of Mr. Howe’s paper for 
which we can find room today :— 

Whatever doubts or suspicions may 
have been cast upon the reputation of Col­
onel Fanning, upon the character of the 
woman who bora his name and shared his 
fortunes there were none. The partisan 
leader may himself have been course 
and impetuous, and even quarrelsome, 
as some have averred—but his wife was 
a true and noble woman, faithful and 
heroic in her constancy to the end. 
Their marriage had not indeed been 
wanting in the elements of romance, 
and in the index to the old Journal, the 
event is thus stated—“Myself married 
and Capt Hooker killed—p. 68.” The tra­
ditions of the early Loyalist settlers on 
the Kemble Manor give Mrs. Fanning 
a pure and elavated character; her friend­
ship was sought and appreciated by her 
old neighbors. Mrs. Fanning’s maiden 
name was Sarah Carr; she was born in 
South Carolina, and her family were also 
loyalists or tories in that province.
