Emperor’s Plan to Expend I John Douglas Has Vc

St. Petersburg, Jan. 24.—The conflict 
between the Emperor and the Douma 
over the naval plan, which entails an 
expenditure of $500,000,000, is steadily 
developing in a direction unfavorable 
to the realization of the Emperor's am­
bitions. The scheme which M. Okovas- 
koff, the minister of finance, declared 
spells ruin to Russian finances, has 
met opposition in unexpected quarters.

At a meeting held last week of the 
council of Imperial defence, under the 
presidency of Grand Duke Nicholas 
Cholaivich, 
army opened a regular campaign 
against the programme. The 
duke himself declared that in his opin­
ion the navy was in an anarchical 
state, and that a hotbed of mutiny ex­
isted.

The cabinet, which unanimously op­
posed the naval programme, had pri­
vately passed the hint among the Con­
servatives in the Douma, encouraging 
the fullest discussion against the pro- 
gramme in order to influence the Em­
peror, whose mind hitherto appeared 
to be set on its fulfillment.

A brother of Premier Stolypin, in an 
article in the Novoe Vremya, bitterly 
arraigns the legarthy of the admiralty, 
and declares that the $40,000,000 now 
included in the yearly budget of the 
navy is thrown to waste. It would be 
much better, he states, to abolish the 
fleet altogether, devoting this sum to 
schools and other uses, 
the admiralty of putting forward a 
programme involving an expenditure 
without passing the vaguest idea up 
to date as to designs of construction.

The Emperor is preparing a discourse 
in favor of the programme which he 
will deliver before an audience of Oc- 
toberists early in February.

Count Avaroff, one of the Octoberlst 
leaders, In an interview, say8 that his 
party has been given to understand 
that the Douma would be dissolved It 
the programme should be rejected. 
Nevertheless he believes that a major­

Jan. 23.—The reign of the 
expert testimony began in the Thaw 
trial to-day.

Dr. Chas. G. Wagner, superintend­
ent of the state hospital for the in­
sane at Binghampton, N. Y., was on 
the stand during most of the morn­
ing session and told in great detail 
of the three physical tests he and Dr.
B. D. Evans made of Harry Thaw in 
the Tombs prison during the four 
months following the killing of Stan­
ford White.
repeat his conversation 
during the visits to the prisoner when 
the latter talked about his life and 
about the alleged criminal acts of 
Stanford White.' Thaw declared, ac­
cording tp Dr. Wagner, that he had 
never intended to attack White but 
providence took the matter in hand.

There were a few new details in the 
physician’s testimony but in general 
it was a repetition of what he said last 
year at the first trial. Dr. Wagner did 
not express his formal opinion as t#o 
Thaw's state of mind, this being left 
open until a few other witnesses of 
facts put their evidence into the re­
cords.

Justice Dowling had a conference 
with the attorney as to limiting the 
expert testimony, and it was said it. 
might be that each side will use but 
two physicians, although the defence 
is likely to call several more jn sur* 
rebuttal of any that appear in the 
state’s rebuttal case. The defence has 
all of the experts, who testified for the 
prosecution at the last trial, under 
subpoena.

Dr. Charles L. Bailey of Albany, N. 
Y., who arrived in New York 
night from the island, of Jamaica, was 
called as the first witness when 
court was convened at 10.20 a. m. to­
day. Dr. Bailey was called to attend 
Thaw on a New York Central railway 
train between Hudson and Albany in 
April, 1906.

“When I was called in to see him,” 
said the witness, “Thaw was chattering 
something like 'Shasta, Shasta, Shasta, 
the Pennsylvania runs into the North 
Central.? He kept on repeating this for 
samp time. His eyes were bulging and 
he (Appeared of utisound mind. I gave 
him a hypodermic of morphine with the 
assistance -of the conductor. When 
Thaw saw the syringe he said, “Take 
awaw that die stuff.” I was very close 
to him and could not detect the odor 
of alcohol.

In the cross-examination Dr. ^Bailey 
said, “Thaw did not respond to him in­
terrogations, but rambled on incoher­
ently. His pulse was about 90.”

“Did you ever see a man so drunk 
he could not respond to your interro­
gation?” demanded the district at­
torney.

“Yes.”
The non-arrival of the steamer Ad­

Dr. Charles G. Warner of Binghamp­
ton, N. Y., the alienist, who began his 
testimony yesterday afternoon, suc­
ceeded Dr. Bailey on the stand.

Littleton had a long argument as to 
the admissibility of Thaw’s statements 
to Drs.

Jerome held that these statements came 
under the head of self-serving declara­
tions. Justice Dowling finally held

\ life,” continued the witness. “He said 
!» he never got along very well at school 

and once thought of being a painter. 
In travelling abroad he had met some 
pretty fast-people, but had never been 
a dissipated man or had he been much 
in the company of women. He said he 
rarely or never drank whisky alone. He 
always wanted to talk of the wrongs 
he said Stanford White had done, and 
he referred to those whom he terms 
'other rich criminals’ engaged in the 
same practices.

“His manner of speech at times was 
very incoherent.”

On one of his visits to Thaw Dr. 
Wagner said the defendant was very 
solicitous about draughts in the prison, 
and had a newspaper over the gratings 
in the cell door. , Thaw said there were 
people who hoped he would catch cold 
and die so the case would never come 
to trial, and Stanford White’s acts 
would never be known.

The physician witness then went at 
length into the details of the physical 
examination of the defendant as to 
tests of the reflexes, cranial nèrves, 
etc. The testimony was a repetition 
of that given at the first trial.

Thaw’s manner under examination 
was domineering, according to Dr. 
Wagner, who declared that the manner 
of a patient under examination had 
more to do with forming an opinion 
than the examination itself. Thaw 
passed a good physical test.

“Thaw said it was the Monk East­
man gang th it had been employed to 
follow, him,” the witness continued, 
“and he said the reason Mr. Jerome 
had not acted on his complaints about 
White was that the district attorney 
thought it the result of jealousy.

Portland. Me., Jan. 24.—A fire, which 
caused a property damage of $1,000,000. 
early to-day, destroyed the city hall 
and police building, and endangered 
the lives of more than 700 persons. The 
fire was the worst in the state since 
the great conflagration In Portland in 
1866, when the city business and resi­
dential sections were almost complete­
ly wiped out.

Death was absent from the fire, a 
fact considered very remarkable as 
there were more than 700 members of 
the Western Main Knights of Pythias 
jubilee gathered in the auditorium of 
the city hall when the flames were dis­
covered. Only a few persons were 
hurt. Chief Engineer Melville Was 'the 
only one known to be seriously in­
jured. He was able to direct the fight 
against the flames though being sup­
ported by two assistants.

The financial loss is estimated at $1,- 
000,000, but this sum will not cover the 
loss of the papers and documents in 
the registry of deeds, where every­
thing was destroyed. Other city de­
partments were swept clear of every­
thing by the flames with the exception 
of the city clerk and the city treas­
urer’s offices. The money and securi­
ties in the latter are believed to be 
intact, although it will be almost im­
possible to ascertain definitely until the 
Vaults have cooled sufficiently for an 
examination to be made.

One of the most valuable libraries in 
the state, the Grëenleaf collection, was 
completely destroyed with a loss of 
$10,000. The blaze originated in the 
city electrician’s office and was caused 
by crossed wires.

When the flames were discovered, 
Wm. A. Turner, chairman of the meet­
ing of the Pythian body was met in 
the hall-way by three men who ac­
quainted him with the condition of 
affairs. Cooly he entered the auditor­
ium and ascended the stage interrupt­
ing the rites of investure which were 
going on at the time. He calmly in­
formed the assembled members of the 
existing conditions, saying tjiere was 
no need for hurry, himself supervis­
ing a system of orderly departure 
which proved effective in averting a 
panic and bringing out more than 700 
persons without injury.

The police discovered wehat was In 
the wind early in the evening, and 
surrounded and raided a house where 
the ringleaders in the plot were con­
ferring. When they broke in the rooms 
the lights were extinguished, and in 
the confusion that followed most of 
the conspirators managed to make 

At their escape. Several of them, how­
ever, were captured, including the 
leader, Jao Chagras, a republican jour­
nalist, who- was prominent in the re­
publican revolt of 1891. Franca Bor- 
ger, editor of Omundo, and a mer­
chant by the name of Grendella. A 
case of revolvers and bombs were 
found in the cellar.

A general alarm was immediately 
sent out, and while the prisoners were 
being taken to the jails troops began 
to appear from all directions. A squad­
ron of cavalry was placed around Pre­
mier Franco’s house, and the night 
passed without further incident. From 
papers captured it was evident that 
the conspiracy was badly organized 
and premature. Chagras, the leader, 
has always been an active revolution­
ist. After the revolt inJ891 he escaped 
to Brazil, and subsequently being par­
doned by amnesty returned to Portu­
gal. As the details of the plot are in 
the hands of the police other arrests 
are expected.

Premier Franco has established a 
rigorous censorship, so that news of 
the conspiracy may not be learned 
abroad. Outside of Lisbon no distur­
bances are reported. The peaceful 
citizens and republicans headed by 
Bernadino Machado are apparently in 
no way implicated In the affair. The 
government organ, Dario Illustrado, 
this morning printed a warning that 
agitators against public order would 
be treated as criminals and enemies of 
society.

By to-night about 40 conspirators 
had been arrested. The police have 
secured evidence of another revolt, 
planned to take place on January 31st, 
the anniversary of the republican re­
volt at Oporto, if last night’s plans 
failed.

The general political situation is 
marked by increasing activity on the 
part of the republicans and Miguelites. 
Senior Miguel has announced that his 
programme includes the recognition of 
parliament’s right of assemblage, abol­
ition of the death penalty and all ex­
cess of absolution. Owing to the polit­
ical situation the premium on gold is 
rising rapidly.

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Mrs.Washington, D. C., Jan. 23.—Startling 
developments in the plot to overthrow 
the government of President Nord in 
Hayti have followed the investigations 
of the secret service agent in New 
York in connection with the arrest of 
Jose M. Giordani on the charge of 
counterfeiting Haytian money. The 
officers say they have ascertained that 
the prisoner was the agent of a for­
midable conspiracy whose operations 
probably would have extended beyond 
the limits of Hayti into San Domingo 
and even into Cuba had the revolution 
in Hayti been a success and the agents 
in New York remained unmolested.

It was found, among other things the 
secret service men declare, that the 
certain persons in HaytL mostly 
Frenchmen and Corsicans and one of 
them a brother of Giordani, were active 
agents of the conspirators and were 
designated in the papers found among 
Giordani's effects by numbers. By 
careful enquiry the secret service men 
were able to connect these numbers 
with thé prbjper persons and the first 
Vesult Was to fix upon Charles Mlot, the 
American consular agent at St. Maro, 
as one of the persons to whom a num­
ber had been applied.
" Upon learning this fact last evening 
the state department immediately 
cabled to United States minister Fur- 
11 iss at Port au Prince to dismiss this 
agent at ohee from the employ of the 
Uftited States.

No experts for the state have yet ap­
peared in the courtroom, but Mr. 
Jerome has not indicated the manner 
in which he will combat the testimony 
of the alienists in the employment of 
the defence. All of the doctors who 
served Mr. Jerome at the first hearing 
are frnder subpoenae by the defence, 
not as paid experts, but as possible 
witnesses in sur-rebuttal of any action 
the district attorney may take in re­
butting the testimony placed.

A high wind from the northwest 
spread the fire rapidly, and in a short 
time the northern wall of the building 
fell.
