Every farmer 
should have a room, іагце or small, provi­
ded with a bench and vise, where many 
little jobs may be done that cost money, it 

ж carried to the mechanic, and often hinder 
. the farmer more than the money cost of 

the job. If such a room ean take a small 
stove, where a tire can be kept iu cold 
days, it will pay many times the cost of 
fitting up with bench and a few tools. 
The boys, too, will enjoy such a work­
shop, and will not be more likely to leave 
the iarm for having one provided for their 
accommodation or amusement ou rainy 
days. Many farmers do much of their 
own carpenter work, such as the repairs 
on buildings, mending farm implements 
and tools, aud even building new work, 
when they are any way handy with tools. 
With a little previous planning aud get­
ting ready in the fall, a good ileal of build­
ing and repairing might be done during 
the winter season, while the farmers' time 
is less valuable than in midsummer.—Лею 
England Parmer.

Backing Horses.—It was the horses 
that could *’ back” 'well which took the 
first prize for working horses at the 
Middlesex fair at Concord, Mass., says 
American Cultivator. The teams were 
attatched to loads of gravel, one feature in 
the trial being to turn half round and back 
the load up over a considerable elevation 
or ridge ; quite a difficult thing to do, and 
yet which it is necessary to do many 
time#a year in the course of performing 
farm work. Many horses can pull a heavy 
load straight alonfc^but few can “ back ” 
that same load handsomely and squarely 
u niées specially trained for it. And on 
this point farmers should give more general 
practice to their teams than they usually 
do

Cutting Glass.—Any hard steel tool 
will cut glass with great facility when 
freely wet with camphor dissolved in tur­
pentine. A drill bow may be used, or 
even the hand alone. A hole may be 
easily enlarged by a round file. The 
ragged edges of glass vessels may also be 
easily smoothed thus with a flat file. 
Flat windowsglass can be readily sawed 
with a watch-spring saw by the aid of this 
solution. In short, the most brittle glass 
can be wrought almost as easily as br 
by the use of cutting tools kept constantly 
moi|t with camphorized oil of turpentine.
