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Should we not do it?

An effort is being made to induce
parliament to grantan annual subsidy
of 750,000 for a fast line of steam-
ers to run between Great Britain
and some pert or ports in Canada.
The speed is expected to be twenty
miles an hour and the service a first
class one, similar to that ot the best
Jines between Great Britain and New
York. The cost, to our people, of the
proposed service is very large, but it
Canada is to be consistent in the policy
adopted when she spent millions in the
Canadian = Pacific Railway enterprise,
there is much in favor of making the
sacritice.  Local censiderations will,
of course, generate formidable opposi-
tion to the scheme, for particular perts,
from their naturally alvantageous posi-
tion, and certain railway centres, by
reason of their being such, will be
benefitted to a greater extent than
those less favorably located. These
matters, however, ought to be consider-
ed only as incidentals and apart from
the main question as to whether
 Canada’s material interests will be bene-
fitted, directly and indirectly, to an
extent commensurate with the proposed
expenditure. It has been asserted
that enough business will not offer to
support such a line, but when it ia
remembered that similar predictions
were wmade to discourage many railway
and steamboat lines now ~existing on a
paying basis, “and, paiticulatly, in
reference to the Canadian Pacific and its
Vancopaver-Jiapan steamships, it is
not unreasonable to assume that the.
| possibilities of a ‘Canadian Atlantic
fast line may be of the greatest ira-
portance in the country’s development.
It will not'be denied that Canadians
are ready to assame the burden in-
'volved in the subsidy, provided they
can bs assured that the undertaking
will be honestly caried out, as proposed.

'| There is, however, no good reason for

assuming that it will not be so, and,
on the whole, there appear to be sub-
stantial reasons in favor of Canada
baving as good a fast Atlantic service
as the ability of the country to secure
it will warrant. Corditions in all
things affecting travel and traffic are
rupidly changing, and it is mere foliy
not to recognize the necessity of
Canada keeping pace with the progress
of the times in this asin all other
matters affecting her national and
material progress.

The Propesed New Engine House.

The Boardqof Street and Fire Com-
missioners for Chatham is to be con-
gratulated on the steps it has taken in
the way of preparatious for providing
the town with a new steam fire engine
'house and otherwise improving its
facilities for the extinguishing of fires.
The design of the proposed building,
which is to be of brick, is well con-
eived and the interior = arrangements
seem to be  what are required.- The
previsions for a good water supply are
ample and certain, and as the water will
be from the range of springs in the
higher ground in the rear part of the
town, it is of a kind in every way
suited for the purpose inténded,

The selection of a site trom which
water may be sent through hose a
thousand feet in all directions, reaching
the wharves as well as the back streets
ought  to commend itself to the un-
prejudiced, in preference to one from
‘which an area only one half as grest
could be worked'ovgr, and while a
location a block or two further east on
the same range might perhaps be favor-
ed by many, were it available, yet as no
such site seemed to offer, and that
selected is already a fire station and
under control of the board, the wisdom
of choosing it will be conceded by a
very large majority ef those who con-
sider the subject on its merits and
from the standpoint of public utility.
It is natural that there should  be
differences of opinion in reference to
the site chosen, but a choice had to be
made and the responsibility involved .
assumed. A few gentlemen, who are,
perhaps, more interested in creating
prejudice against the choice made than
in studying the merits of the question,
and some others who are biased by
local and peisonal interests, apart from
the fire service altogether, will be, for
a time, dissatisfied but,in the end, we
have no'doubt that the general verdict
will be that the best possible choice
was made in .view of an economical
expenditure of the money provided fdr
the purpose, and the securing of the
best results as to efficiency of service.

The Ontario Elections.

ToronTo, June 27.--The smoke of the
battle is* now clearing away and the
victor and vanquished are - computing the
gain and lossos that the struggle brought
to each. ‘Both sidesare to be congra-
tulated; the victors upon their success,
and the vanquished upon the fact that
the end has come, and some have surviv-
ed. All the morring newspspers review
editorially the campaign, and analyse the
result of yesterday’s voting. The Globe,
this morning says: “‘That Mr. Meredith's
regular following would not have a ma-
jority of the next legislature was fairly
woll assumed - befors polling day, by the
fact that there were candidates of that
kind in less that two-thirds of the cunsti-
tuencie. The only hope of thess of the
Opposition was that the Government
might not obtain a clear majority as
against all the opposing forces, including
the P. P. A.;and such Patrons as were
expected to be hostile to the administra.
tion; or that matters might be left in a
state of doubt and confusion, from which
a Conservative victory might be plucked.
Both these hopes were scattered to the
winds by the result of the polling, which
put the Liberals in advance of all other
parties, hostile or doubtful, and left no
roow for uncertainty that the Govern-
ment enjoys the confidence of the country.
“The result is a trinmgph for reason over
paasion and prejudice. The Government
won because it deserved to win. It went
to the the country upon & record, not, of

Cleaneg o OvYr
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course, free from human imperfactions,
but, compared with all that we know of
Governments of Canada, marvellous as to
honesty, thrift, ability, and progressive-
ness. Upon the administrative side, hum-
anly speaking, it was simply invulnerable,
and the people renewed their expression
of confidence in it, just as the shareholders
of a bank would re-elect a board of direc-
tors who had managed the affairs of the
institution with the utmost prudence, with
a minimum of a loss, and yet with a keen
eye to the grewing necessities of a growing
concern. They took the plain, common
sense, business-like view that the mainte-
nance of Sir Oliver Mowat and his col-
leagues was the only safe course to pursue.
*‘We recognize that under responsible
Government even a ministry whose execu-
tiverecord is unassailable may be fairly
defeated on some large question of public
policy. For ministers are not only heads
of departments but leaders of the legis-
laturs, and having an especial, tkough not
an exclusive responsivility for its measuces.
But in itsattempts to frame a policy the
Opposition have been fully as unsuccessful
as in efforts to attsck the administrative
record of the Government. At the outset
they fell into the error of bel t ling.

THE FUNCTIONS OF THE LEGISLATCRE,
the current Conservative opinion being
pretty well expressed in the gibe ‘A big
County Council.” The opinion was de-
#tructive of their own prospects, for, if
they were right im the view that the Leg-
islative powers of the Province were in-
| sigaificant, it was clear thrt in the Log-
F islature there wus no great fisld for re-
| form, and, consequently, no scope for
genius in the framing of a policy. But
the opinion was wrong, and every year
made that more clear. Under Liberal

-used with wislom and with full regard
|for the wants of a growing amd enter-
| prising community.. The municipal system
was developed until® its equal can now
| hardly be found in the civilized world.
Law reform was carried on at a pace ful-
1y commensurate with the progress made
in England, from which our legal system
. was derived. On the foundation of popu-
lar education, so well planued and se so-
lidly laid by Dry Ryerson, a neble super-
| structure was reared. The importance of
| the Legislature began to dawn upoa the
Opposition, but they never succeeded in
originating a grand statesmanlike policy
of reform, appealing to the hearts and in-
tellects of the people.

““The vessel which has neither pro-
pelling force nor rudder must drift with
any current it encounters, and Qatario
Conservatism drifted into sectarianism.
The first indieations of the tendency ap-
peared in 1883 ; in 1886 and 1890 it was
more strongly evinced; in 1894, the paity
confessed it was dominant.

THE CONSERVATIVE VIEW OF THE ELECTION.

The Eupire says: The result, while
not the victory 'many ef the friends of the
Opposition anticipated, is one of which
Mr. Meredith and his followers have no
reason to be ashamed, when the forces
they had to fight are taken into aecount.
Not only have they had to fight she whole
organized force of officials who constitute
themselves election agents for the Govern-
meut, with the potent influences of the
intimidation of the liquor dealers and the
colonization roads at their back, but they
have had such ecclesiastics as Archbishop
Cleary:and Principal Grant coming to the
rescus of the Government with the whols
weight of their influence, Fighting
against snch odds, they have indeed done
wonders in preventing the Government
from electing more than a bare half of the
House. It the forces against thg Govern-
ment could only have been cofsolidated
and not in so many instances wasted their
strength by multiplication of candidates,
the Government would have been swept
out of existense by a large majority. But
as it is the Government, it will be seen,
has virtually sustained a defeat, for if the
Patrons and Independents elected against
the force of the Governmens, stand trne
to she priuciples which placed them where
they are no ministry can possibly stand.
Holding only half the House with a
vigorous opposition arrayed against it,
it will be sure to founder before the first
session is over and . the people will wait
impatiently for the test of “‘strength.”

A GRFAT LOCOMOTIVE.

A mogul locomotive recently built for
the Delaware, Susquehanna & Schuylki!l
Railroad by the Baldwin Locomotive
Works is the largest engine of this type
ever built, its total weight in working
order - being 151,000 pounds, the
Boiler being 72 inches in diamoter. It
is a simple engine, with cylinders 22
inches in diumeter and 26 inches stroke.
The six driving wheels are 62 inches in
diameter, the driving wheel base being
14 feet, the total wheel base 22 feet
b inches, - and the total wheel base of
both the engine and tender being 50
feet. The engine weighs 76 net tons in
working order.

TENEMENT HOUSE POPULATION
YORK

According to a censns litely made by
the Board of Heilth of New York, there
are 38, 138 buildings known as tenement
houses, in some of which the peopls are
packed like sardines ; but tha average is
only 34 persons t» a huuse, the to'al
tenement house population being 1,332,-
773. Many of the so-called tenement
houses are vast establishments construct-
el and conductad on the best sanitary
principles. 8till, the majority of these
builiinge, those that are occupied by the
poorer classes, are wretched and unsavory.
The only wonder is that pestilenca does
not rage among them at all times. Al-
most every steamer from Europe brings a
new lot of low-minded, dirty _creatures,
representatives of the vilest foreign
classes, whose filthy habits the health
authorities find it difficult to overcome or
c)mbat.

IN NEW

AN ENORMOUS CARGO OF REFRIGERATED
MEAT.

The steamship Perthshire, ~recently
arrived in London, brought from Australia
and New Zalind the lirgest carzo of
refrigerated goods evér importel. The
adrgo consisted of 70,000 carc sses of shezp,
9,000 hannches, 9,000 legs, about 530
tons of frozen beef, 750 cises of butter,
150 bags of bullocks’ hearts, 150 bags of
oxtails and kidneys, and 7 cases of oysters.
The holds have sufficient capacity to have
accommodated 12,000 more carcasses of
sheep. The Enjineer says; The ship-
ment is an interesting one, us it is the
first time that meat has beea brought to
this country from Australlia or New Zsa-
land by means of an ammonia machine,
and the excellent qnality of the goods, as
certifiad by the cousignees, is suflicieut
evidence of the success of theLinde ma-
chines by whichthe holds were cooled.
Until recontly only cold air machines
were used in this trade: The ammonia
machines occupy far less space and
apply the cold in a much more eflicient
manner, besides greatly reducing the
consumption of steam.

THE PEARY AUXILIARY EXPEDITION,
The Peary Auxiliary Expedition, under
the charge of Henry G. irynnt, secretary
of the Philadelphia Gdographical Club,
sailed for Saint John's, N. F.,; on the
Portia from Brooklyn, June 20.

THE VANITY OF GREAT MEN,

It is unquestionable that many of the
most celsbrated men have been absurdly
and foolishly wvain, but beforo any one
conclides thit vanity is either a part or
an incident of greatneas it ought to be
remembered that no man, great or small,
is a fixsd qnantity, to be counted upon at
all times as .the same. No man is the
samo from year to year, from wmonth to
month, or from day today. Tae pro-
cesases of thought, the moods of time, are
a3 swift as the flash of light. and doubt-
less one man who lives through a loug
life experiences all the moods of which
any man of his level of cultivation has
ever been cipabls. Instead of being true
that the vanity of great men makes them
great, or that they d> thaeir best in the
mood of vanity, it is probably true that in
doing thair really grext work they are not
vain al all or even self-conscions at all.
It is only as they look back upon it that it
inflates some of them with pride, which
often shows itseli in wvanity. “Gods!”
said Dean Swif:, smiting his hand on the
table as he read over one of his own pro-
ductions, ‘‘wnat a genius I had when I
wrote that!”This was vanity,no doubt. Aud
it was vanity in Ruskin which made him
say: ““With Carlyle I stand, we two alone
now in England, for God and the Queen.”
But does this justify any one in saying, as
M. Du Clos does in concluding a series of
interesting anecdotes on the vanity of
great men, that ‘‘as people are usually
taken at their own estimate, self-apprecia-
tion should not be condemned?”’

It seems rather trus as a fact of the
physiology of the mind that uncontrol-
lable vanity is a sure sympiom of the
onset of insanity. All great men are
brave in initiative, but the courage which
enables them to succeed where others
dare not even attempt is never 8o potent
as when it leads to entire self-forgetful-
When Napoleon concluded him-
self a demigod, when he hegan to stuff
his stomach instead of exercising his
brain, as he had done, he became unable
to keep awake when he most needed to'be
wary, and having reached this stage,-he
wa3 already far along oo the road to
Waterlov. And both Ruskin and Swift
were far along toward the madhouse
when it was no longer possible for them
to master their vanity and hold it in the
same subjaction in which they were hold -
ing 1t while they were doing the work
which made them celebrated. Great
intellectnal effort requires high nervous
tension which makes greatness, and the
vanity of greatness is merely the symp
tom of reaction—of breiking down, of the
insanity which is the result of nervous
tension uncontrelled by will. The lunatic
asylums are full of people whose symp-
toms are identicil with what some have
mistaken for indications of greatness,—
St. Louis Republic.

Tho Murder cf the President of France.

The Apvanck gave a full account last
week of ‘the assassination of President
Carnot—the head of the French nation—
and subsequent events connected with the
tragedy will, no doubt be of interest to
our readers,

The disorders in Lyons, where the crime
was committed, and in other places in
KFiance resulting from the indignation of
the people over the assassinalion were
great.

Crowds of rioters paraded the stree's
of Lyons from the time the late presiden:’s
remains le(t the city until the next mirnisg
and in spite of the efforts of the police and
military the mobs sacked Italian stores aud
taverns and after throwing their contents
into the strests made bonfires of everything.

All night long the police were engaged
in charging these rioters who, however,
always retrested before the advance of
the officers, seeming dotermined to demon-
strate the fact that they were excited
against ltaliavs oaly, aod that they were
not seeking a conflict with the authorities,
In Lyons and in other towns Italians
suffered from the hands of the mob. Whoie-
sale pillage reigned supreme and large
numbers of Italians were hopelessly ruived
Many of them fled from Lyons. Oihers
songht safety in the country and hidin
the woods and other such places of refugs.
Scenes of disorder, similar, are reported
from Grenoble and several other towns
The troops supported the police to restore

time in spite of the soldiers and policemen.

Lyoxs, June 26.—The polies are activily
engaged in searching for accomplices of
Santo which they feel certain he had.

WasuiNgToN, June 26, —Baron Fava,
the Italian ambassador, believes that the
assassination cannot! affcet the relations
between Fraunce and Italy. The ambas
sador was much pained to hear of the
assassination of President Carnot. He
was at the hounse of ambassador Paten-
otre when the latter heard of the presi-
dent’s aseassination and Baron Fava then
expressed to Mr. Patenotre his horror at
hearing what had taken place. To-day
he called again on Mr. Patenotre and
officially expressed his ragret at the death
of the president,

Mr. Crisp was towday asked if the Carnot
tragedy would suggest the need of con-
gressional action against anarchists. *‘]
hardly think so,” said the speaker, ‘It
is very difficult to draw the legal line
between liberty and license.

ments employing foreigners,

LisBoN, June 26 —Six Spainards hare
been arrested in this city charged with
posting red placards yesterday eveningin
the leading thoroughfares. The placards
were inscribed: ‘‘Ravachol, Vaillant and
Henri are avenged” ‘*‘Santes’ arm
rendered them justice.”

PAR1S, June 28.—A despatch from Mont-
pellier, capital of the depnartment of Herault,
distant about 75 miles from Marsei'lee,
aonounces aa anarchist tragedy growing
out of the efforts of the police to discover
the accomplices of assassin Santo. Cette and
Montpellier, both in the same department,
have been mentioned as places where the
murderer stopped previous to making his
way to Lyons, with the intention of taking
the life of the chief magistrate of France.
Consequently these towns have heen scoured
by detectives since Monday morning.
Santo has, from the first, claimed that he
acted entirely on his own initiative and that
he had no accomplices. The police formed
a different opinion and believed that he
followed out a carefully laid plan, receiving
instructions and advice at the diffcrent
towns he visited. The detectives who have
been at work in Montpellier yesterday even-
ing decided to snrround and search the
house of 8 man sapposed to be an anarchist
and possible accomplice of Santo. Granier,
it appears, during last Sunday alternoon
previous to the attack upon President Car-
not, was heard to remark: ‘‘By this time
Carnot must have received his quietus,”
As the President was not stabbed till late
the same evening it was naturally con-
cluded, when the news of the outrage be-
came publicand when it was ehown that
Santo had visited Montpellier, that Granier
must have known that an attack was to be
made upon the life of the President.

When Granier's house was surrounded,
the detectives burst in the door and sum-
moned the anarchist to surrender, Granior
was seated at a table eating his sapper.
He spraog to his feet and for a momeant
stood motionless with surprise. Theg with
surprising swiftness and before the detec-
tives conld secure him, the smarchist
picked up a long and sharp knifée and
pluoged itinto his abdomen, and with a
few swift turns of the wrist disemhowled
binself and fell to the floar, where he
expired almost immediately, The detectives
then commenced a thorough search of
Granier’s lodgiogs, and, according to report,
a quantity of anarchistic literature was
discovered, together with documants which
connect Santo with Granier and oshers
in the conspirgcy which resulted in the
murder of President Carnot. In aay . case,
the police authorities admit that they have
established beyond a doubt that Santo,
Granier and.the man namiad Lapor®a, who was
arrested on Monday, and others not yet in
custody, caused the death of President Carnot
in order to avenge the executions of Ravachol,
Vaillant and Henri, all of whom befors v.
ing annou.cod waas ir leatie w d
avenged. This, of courss, was looked upon
as mere anarchist blastring, at the time the
threats were uttsred: The poliee expect to
make important arrests shortly., Santo, as
already cabled, is said to have missed the
train running direct to Lyons, fiom Cette
and to have been compelled to go to Mont-
pellier and from theace to Vienne. From
the litter place, having only, it ‘was stated,
60 centimes in his possession, he walked
thirty miles to Lyons. Santo is still confined
in a cell in the prison at Lyons and is care-
fully watched to prevent him from sucide.
He is described as a dull, unducated young
fellow. In prison he sleeps well and eats
hea: tily, does notsmoke and appears indiffer-
ent as to his fate. Santo will b tried as
alrealy announced, on July 23, at Lyons,
but the charge against him will be paricide.
WVhen Santo has been condemned to death
and the hour of his execution has arrived,
he will be conducted to the place of execution
in hin shirt barefooted and with his head
covered by a black veil. The condemmed
man will stand on the scaffold while an officer
of the law adresses the people and refers to
the enormity of the erime committed. Santo
will be decapituated by the guilotine.

The Chinese Plague

HORRORS WITHOUT A PARALLEL IN HISTORY,
Dcspatches from  the plague-stricken
district of Chinia tell of horrors which have
few parallels in history. The disease firat
appeared in the old Mohammedan quarter
of Canton, where the population is g0 dense
and the filth so terrible that, according to
the laws of medical scienze, the locality is not
fit for human habitation. More than s
month ago it was estimated that 60,000
natives had fallen victims to the pestilence,
and one big eharitable dispensary announced
that it had given away 2,000 coffins, Vsually
a funeral is an occasion for noisy mourning,
and white and blua lanterns are the symbols
that death has visited a house, Lately,
however, theilanterna have not been used
aad bodies have been buried without any of
the customary cermonies. A Chiness paper
tells of an incident showing the lawlessnass
that prevails in the infected quarter, All of
a rich Chinaman‘s hoasehold had succumbed
to the plague except one datghter. She

has

ill to,go ot anl buy coffins for her dead.
Saddenly a thief, who had broken into the
premises, appeared. She offere 1 him money
to buy coffins and promised if he fulfilled the
commission to let him take any articles
he wished. He sonn returned, only to find
the girl dead. ITe set at work to loot ‘the
premi!es',n but was seized by the plaguo and
died Lefore he could get out of the house.

Tne Inconcsivabls Velocity of
Arcturus.

Mr. Serviss, writing in the New York Sun,
says: Atrcturus, which excecds our sun
ssveral thousand times, perhapg( in light-
giving power, is apparently & /runaway in
the uviverse. As faras 18 known at pre-
sent, Arzturusis both the largest and the
most swiftly moving body in the stellar
heavens. Its calculated velocity is no less
than 375 miles in a second, or 32,400.000
miles in a day | The direction of its motion
is such that it approaches the earth at the
rate of 5,450,000, miles a day* -But even
if it were rushing at us in a straight line,
85,000 years would elapse before the en-
counter could take place. Nobody has
been able to guess how Arcturus got
started ac its present rate of traveling, or
where ite journey will end.  If it is onl
a gigantic visitor to our system of suns, /
then it will pass through the visible universe,
and in the course of millions of year disap-
pear from it. And if any member of our
system should, through too close approach,
become a satellite of Arctaurus, it would
Mqevitably be borne away a prisoner into the
unfathomed and, by human eyes, unseen
depths of illimitable space.
