REFORM DISCUSSED

Recommendations Dealing With MNation’s
Morals Adopted—Dr. Pringle
Stirs Things Up.

HAMILTON, Ont., June 10—"The gen-
eral assembly today completed -threce
of the busiest scssions since the open-
ing.

At the moraing scssion Fo C. James,
of Charlottetown, submitted for the
committee a moral and social reform
a, number of recommendations. The
ﬁport referred to the improvement in
the enforcocment of the law, but
strongly protested against the extent cf
the traffic in girls for immdral pur-
poses. They suggested strict prosecu-
tion by all courts in the land. Refer-
ence was also made to the pradtice of
gambling in violation of the law.

Rev. Dr. Pringle regretted the ab-
sence from the report of any reference
to the political corrpution of the coun-
try. He touched on the recent criti-
¢ism to which he had been subjected
in connecttion with the Yukon Ilaw-
Jessness. He assailed the statements
of the committee with reference toim-
morality in the Yukon, repeating the
charges mad2 some time ago, ‘not en-
tering into personalities, however. '

The joint committee of the American
and Canadian church appointed to
prepare a new version of the psalms
in metre have not met since 1905, when
they report the result of their labors
to the respective churches for exam-
ination. In the light of eriticisms and
suggestion received work has been
conducted by several of the church
committees and by members of the
joint committee individually.

The financial statement showed to-
tal receipts of $3,583.70, and dishurse-
ments of $2,840.61, leaving a balance in
the treasury of $743.09.
