FACTORY INSPECTOR
15 LOSING PATIENCE
WTH HOTEL DWNERS

Those who Have Not Safe-
guarded Their Houses
Against Fire will be Brought
Before the Courts.

Hotel proprietors throughout the
province who have falled to carry out
the provisions of the act requiripg hot
els to be equipped with fire escapes
and chamber ropes, should get busy
if they do not want to be haled before
the courts and compelled to pay & fine,
The act has been in force for some
time now, and John Kenney, the fac-
tory ingpector, who Is charged with
the entorcement of the law, has vis
ited about every part of the province
aud served notice on the hotel men.

While in Chatham the other day Mr.
Keuuey had Peter Archer, manager of
the Hotel Touraine before Squire Con-
nors, for not complying with the pro-
visions of the hotel act, The magls
trate sentenced Mr. Archer to a fine
of $25, but at_the request of the in

JOSEPH BULLOCK
TALKS OF HIM

Man who Knew Deceased Sal-
vation Army Leader |Better
than Most People, Pays Trib-
ute to His Work and Worth.

The news of the death of General
Willlam Booth, commandenin-chief
of the Salvation Army, heard
with general regret everywhere in
the city, The word of the demise of
the venerable leader was recelved ear-
ly in the evening and spread rapidly
On all sldes were heard expressions
of regret among those who had fol

lowed his notable career, while those |

who had had the privilege of person
al acquaintamte with General Booth
received the intelligence with sorrow
On the occasion of his different visits
to this city the general had, in & quiet
way, made many warm friends all of
whom cherish pleasant memories ot
the founder and leader of a world
wide orgaunization,

Among those whe enjoyed the close
friendship of General Booth, Joseph
Bullock more than gny other perhaps
knew him most intimately. On the
four or five occasions on which Gen
eral Booth visited St. John he was
always the guest of Mr. and Mrs, Bul
lock, and on his last visit here, about
four years ago, his daughter, Eva,
who accompunied him was al¢ )
guest at the Bullock household.

Mr. Bullock's Tribute.

When informed last night by The
Standard of the death of General
Booth, Mr. Bullock ‘sald that he had
expected for some time that the pas
sing of the venerable commander was
not far distant

“The last time he left here, Mr
Bullock said, “I felt that he was muk
ing his”last viglt here, and although
he expressed the hope of revisiting
the tity, he appeared to feel that hie
hope would not be realized. His leav
ing was different to his departures of
yeurs, He seemed always pleas
ed to come to this city, and while
here, although kept busy, enjoyed
meeting people,

“His has been indeed a remarkable

career, both in point of duration of

gervice and in achlevement. Posses
indomitable courage Gen
eral Boah never hesitated to face
what-to others would have seemed un-

active service and seemed to find
pleasure in his work.

The simple manners of the general,
Mr, Bullock said, wade him a favorite
with all, and the trust and confidence

which he inspired in his officers, as

well a8 the readiness with which they
met his slightest wish were remark
able, A convincing orator he posse
ed the power to command sud held
the attention of hig hearers, To his
wonderful executive ability, the suc
cess of the army will remaln as an
unperishable monument,

Booth, Major L. E. Taylor command-
ing the Salvation Army forces in the
$t. John division, which includes New
Brunswick, Prince Edward Island, &
portion of Nova Scotia and the Ber
wudas, sald:

where, Hig unshaken faith in God, and
untiring efforts for the betterment of
men, have made his life an inspiration
