ETHICS OF WAR
WAS DISCUSSED

IN ABLE SERMON

Rev. M. F.ﬁ:a;cheon Deals

With Moral and Religious
Aspects of Present Struggle.

' Rev. Miles McCutcheon, pastor of
the First Baptist church, Montreal,
yesterday morning at the Main street
Baptist church delivered a sermon on
the “Bthics of the War,” that was
listened to with the greatest interest
by the congregation.

During the course of the address he
sald:

“Serious minded men and women
cannot contemplate the issues imvolv-
ed in the world war without weighing
the moral considerations, for these
are fundamental. Geographical bound-
ries, control of the seas, political in-
stitutions, while - entering into the
situation are not the primary issues,
they are only secondary. When the
lavish expenditure of life and property
és involved, when intense suffering
and untold hardships for millions are
stakes, when the dislocation of the
world’s normal programme is entailed,
then we are brought face to face with
the ethics of the «crisis, the moral
wvalues dnvolved, for only the moral
and spiritual values of the universe
gre more precious than life, welfare
and happiness of the sons of men.
The question bound to arise is this:
s the course that leads to bloodshed,
puffering and sorrow right? Is it Just?
1s it in support of things that are in-
dispensible? Can such a course be
eefrained from honorably and right-
eously and in the best interest of all
concerned? These are the questions
that must be settled before we can
seriously invest our influence for or
wgainst the enterprise. It is to this
heart of reality in the present crisis
‘we must strive to think out way, and
upon it when we have discovered it,
Xkeep our minds concentrated to the end
It #8 to this effort that we are to give
ourselves tonight—a study of the
ethics of this war. “In this quest we
shall look at the war in its beginning,
in the method of conducting it and the
goal to be attained.”

The Beginning.

As for the beginning of the war,
4t was very generally accepted today
that Germany was the aggressor, and
that Great Britain was only drawn
in when honorable methods of staying
out had been exhausted. The world
today was fighting against the God
“Pan-Germanism” which extolled
waves an industrial and moral neces-
#ity and in carrying out ofthe policy
that “might is right,” it had been
found necessary to enter upon an
dffensive warfare and repudiate its
treaties made with weaker nations.

“This thing that we combat is then
the negation of Christianity with its
philosophy of life. It is unadulterated
pelfishness that refuses to recognize
the universality of justice and right-
eousness and the solidarity of human-
ity. It is ruthless national competi-
tion and racial domination instead of

. jfon among for uni-
versal ends.

“We hold the philosophy that it is
not by blood and iron, not by deceit
‘and intrigue, but by attainment of
Justice and right that a na-
tion can achieve lasting greatness.”

ARE TO RETURN

Situation in England Improves

Complete Surprise.

The surprise was complete that sol-
diers and officers were caught in a
deep sleep, a group of Germans were
surprised while they were in the act
of cutting bdarley in fthe flelds, Some
prifoners taken the preceding day ina
surprise attack declared their officers
had assured them that there was ab-
solutely nothing to be feared, seeing
that the French were incapable of at-
tempting ithe slightest offensive for
some time to come.

Certain enemy divisions were re-
lieving each other. Our attack was
yowerfuily supporte¢ by tanks which
Wwe were able to bring up in the midst
of a storm mnear to the sceme of the
combat. This circumstance contributed
in not giving the alarm to the enemy.
The reply of the enemy artillery was
rather weak and tho Framco-American
troops animated with superb dash were
quickly able to reach their first objec-
tives, upsetting the enemy and eeiz-
ing his positions. The help given by
the aviators was of a very active na-
ture. They spotted enemy positions and
bombarded his concentration points.
It was thus that trains loaded with
German troops bringing up reinforce-
ments weore stoprec, fired up by bom-
bardiers.

Huns Are Wiser.

The prisoner evidénced conwidefable
surprise on learuing there a1 already
more than 1,000,000 Americans in
France. They bud been assured, they
said that the American ald would be
nothing but a gigantic plece of blufr,
and the United States would scancely
be able to put more than a few in-
significant troops into the iine.

The surprise effect caused by this
brilliant operation appears t0 have
‘mpressed the enemy so much that he
did no. attempt any oppposition on the
rest of the whole front, where thape
is mo event of any importance to re-
port.

A Comparison.

Without being yet able to enlarge
upon the satisfactory results of our
attack which is still in progress it is
permissable to make a brief compari-
son between the German offensives of
the 16th of July and those of the 2ist
01 March, the 27th of May and the 9th
of June. During the course of the first
two, the enemy kept the initiative in
the operations and his progress could
only be checked at the end of about
a week. The offensive of the 9th of
June was stabilized 'at the end of three
days only by onr relatively restricted
counter offensive of the 10th of June
This time the enemy cannot realize
any progress over half of the attack-
ing ground and only succeeds at the
price of extremely high  losses in ad-
vancing a few kilometres to certain
points in his attacking sectors east of
Chatean Thierry.
