On account of the growth of tke

It is not the intention to 
move the clubhouse Trom its present 
location until the surrounding district 
becomes so built up as to spoil the 
club’s beautiful grounds, but If at 
some future date it is decided to 
build a clubhouse on the new prop­
erty, it will yield many attractions to 
the members, including a splendid lo­
cation for skiiing and other winter 
sports, good motor roads in the sum­
mer and the possibility of a golf 
course. Pox hunting being the object 
of the Montreal Htint, and it is in­
tended to have the hounds establish­
ed hx their new quarters by the com 
mencement of the coming hunting 
season, and that accommodation will 
be provided for horses of members 
intending to hunt and that many good 
days ‘run will be enjoyed from the 
Hunt’s new home.

It became necessary to locate the 
kennels in a distinctive hunting coun­
try of which the newly selected site 
is about the centre.
