- WORD “PROVINCIAL"

Applies it in General Terms to People
of the United States

NEW YORK AND BOSTON
‘COME IN FOR CRITICISM

Thinks All Cities Are BExactly
‘ Alike in Being Full of Houses--
Chimney Pots and Fools.

London , Nov. 18.—George Bernard
Shaw’s works having for respectability’s
sake been removed from the shelves of
the Manhatian libraries the eccentric

| piaywright responded by deneuncing the

American peopie as “provincial.” To the
London correspondent of The New York
World he gloried in his notoriety, and as
he gloried in it he stood in the tradi-
tional attitude of the Kngishman,with his
back to the fire,on tue hearthrug of his ex-
in the Adeiphi ter-
race, overlovking the Thames. :
Radiant in a new and inevitably snuff-
colered suit and fortified by his inevitable
vegetarian Junch Mr. Shaw nervously
plucked at his snuff-colored beard with
one hand and furiousiy twirled his gold-
rimmed spectacles at the end of a cord
with the other as he eloquently justified
his denunciation of Amer.cans.
“Certainly,” he said, /I was offensive

'—I meant to be.* My books having been

banned in Manhattan it was my duty to-
ward myself, toward my publishers and
toward a suffering American public that
they thould be reinstated. Now, if I had
said that their ban.snment was an attempt
to stifle free thuught, an outrage on liter-
ature or an insane effort on the part of
misguided ' Paritans no one would have
paid the lgast attention to me because
sucn phrasés and opinions are bandied
about on every subject every day.
“There was only one thing to be done
to gan my object, and that was to call
the people of America ‘provincial.” There
is no denunciation that can make any
pecple feer more se.f-d.sgusted, more in-
ferior, ignorant and entiveiy worthless
than this, especiaily when thuse people
are the Americans. One lone Englishman
freshly landed at New York, can, if he
has the audacity, put the most blatent
crowd of Americans to the blush by tell- |
ing them that their hacs are the wrong
shape, that their ties are not in the fash-
jon and that their general appearance is
‘provincial.” Afier feeiing horribly uncom-
fortan,e they wul go out and buy other
hatg and other ties. It is only buman
nature, and | reckon on human nature.
“If I told the same set of men that I

differed from them on questions of re-
ligion and politics, they wouldu’ mind in
the least. But if I told them in a su-
perior way their appearance was ‘provin- |
cial’ they would be touched to the quick

selves,

“This is exactly what happened in the
case of my books. Told that they were
‘provincial, to exclude them, the Am-'
ericans could not stand the reproach and
put ‘them back on their shelves. Thus
by a simple little piece of ingenuity, I
have large.y advertised myself,and, I trust,
financially benefited my publishers.”

“Mind you, 1 do not say that the Am-

ericans are more ‘provincial’ than the
people of other countries. I don’t believe
they are. For instance, nothing cculd be
more like it than the average God-forgot-
ten London suburb. I almost think these
London suburbs must be worse than Bos-
ton.”
_ For a few moments Mr. Bernard Shaw
paused to smile complacently in his snuff-
colored beard. Then it was suggested to
him that Leiore condemning the Americans
he should visit their ccunury. The inter-
viewer even asked him why he did not
go.

“For the reason,” replied Mr. Bernard

| Shaw, “that I am afraid. I feel that the

moment I set foot on the American shore
I should be arrested and sent to the Sing-

“Then,” he continued, ‘‘there is noth-
ing about America or Amecricans that i
do not know. My opinion of them? That
is impossible to give; it would take me
at least two years’ steady talking and
would probably provoke a war. Apart
from this I do not see any reason why [
should go to the United States. I do not
dream of visiting America, althcugh Am-
erica tcems to dream a good deal about
me. Nor do I see that New York has
any attractions tq offer.

“After all, every city is exactly alike.
Every city ds full of houses, -chimney-

“For the rest I may say,” Mr. Shaw
concluded, “that I have no desire to
travel. The desire to travel is mainly
because one has too much money and too
little to do.

Now, as I am practically a beggar, and
exceedingly busy, I am quite ccntent to
remain where J am. Some day, perhaps,
my books and plays will go so well in the
States that I shall become a m.llionaire
and have no further need to work. Then
I shall probably be wretched, and want
to go abroad, in which case I may possibly
go to the States. But,” he said, in con-
clusion, “that day is apparently far dis-
tant, and if the Americans wish to see
me they will have to appreciate me even
more than they do now, before I go to
see them.” :
