The -phyeioal characteristics of the coal are, its 
cubical, fle-'n fracture, freedom ♦‘roin "bat” and dirt, often associated in the seam, and a density 
and strong h*of structure which suits either for oekiog, or, we think, for use raw in the blast 
furnao*.

The samples of coal examined were taken from the main seam of fcke Fpringhill coal field. 

An examination of the external character of this coal shows it to * a ttitummous coal of a 
moderately compact texture, and not inclined to fill to pieoes.or slack. Four samples were taken 
for analysis. Land II. were two averages of the whole box: III. was a picked samplelof the 
best (most compact1 coal ; and IV wa* a specimen of the coal showing a shàly texture. Tne re­

The analysis shows this coal to belong to^tbe cla_ss krtown^as ^highly bituminoua.^or Jat caking
Newcastle Hartley Coaï. Tne high rule < f volatile to fixed combustible matter should render 
this coal, in common with the Newcastle coals which it resembles, an admirable gas coal, while 
in rhe amount of sulphur it falls much below the average of Newcastle coals (which contain about 
nine- enths of one^par cent, at, determined by the Admiralty steam trials);tberefore the gas ob­
tained from it should be very easily purified The coke of this coal appears in every way adapted 
for iron smelting. (Nee Canadian Geological Survev Report. 1870 .

The 13 feet seam dips to the North-west at an angle of £5 degrees. It is underlaid at a depth of 
about.

Situ­
ated within 37 miles by rail of the lodes of brown hematite and micaceous iron oro of 
the richest quality, known as the Acadia iron ore, of Londonderry, it is dimenIt10 as* 
sign limits to the quantity ot ore likely to be taken to Spring Hill, for smelting by a 
coal unusually free from sulphur. The large proportion of carboo renders it eminent­
ly adapted lor manufacturing coke, which, with tho coal itself, must be extensively 
used in the iron and steel works at Londonderry, as well as the Machine shops being 
erected for the Government railways at Moncton. .
