A Methodist Union.

The Wesleyan Methodist Con ference
now sitting in Londbn', Ont, is discuss-
ing a grand scheme for the government
ofthe denomination in British America.

The plan agreed upon by the joint com-
mittee is the division of the Provinces
into Annual Conferences to be united in
one grand Federal Union under the
government of a General Conference.

-Wesleyan Methodist Church of Canada.
Provision is made as follows for lay re-
presentation in the General Confer-
ence :—

‘Whereas under the existing circum-
stances itis'deeméd expedient to make
such arzangements as will admit of the
incorporation of lay representation in
the General Conference, if it be found
that the requisite majority of the Quar-
terly Meetings of the two existing Con-
ferences desire such incorporation.

The General Conference shall be com-
posed of either one minister for every
four meimbers of each Annual Conference,
or of one minister and one layman for
every eight members of each Annual Con-
ference. Provided, nevertheless, that a
fraction of three-fourths shall entitle a
Conference to an: additional representa-
tive. Provided always that the President
of each Conférence shall be one of those
so elected ; and alsoprovided always that
the whole number of delegates clected
shall notexceed two hundred and twenty.

The ministérial members will be
elected by ballot at the Annual Con-
ferénces, and the lay members will be
chosen at the annual district meetings
next preceding the moeting of the
General Conference, which will be once
in four years. The first duty of this
body will be the election of three Gen-
eral Superintendents,“who sha’l preside
at the General Conference, travel
throngh the entire connexion, preside
at the Annual Conferences and their
committees,andexercise a general super-
vision over the whole work.” . The
powers of the General Conference are
thus defined:

11. The General Conference only shall
have power to make rules and regulations
for the Church, under the following limi-
tations and restrictions, viz:

(1) They shall not revoke, alter, or
change any article of religion, nor estab-
lish any new standards or rules of doc-
trine contrary to our existing and estab-
lished standards.

(2) They shall not
our itinerant system.

(8) They shall not make any change in
the general rules of our Society.

(4) They shall not do away with’ the
privilege of our ministers and preachers,
of trial by a Committee of Ministers, and
of an appeal; neither shall they do away
with the privileges of our members, of
trial by a Comm t ee and of an apreal

(5) They shall not appropriate the pro-
fits of the book-room to any purpose
other than for the benefit of the preach-
ers, travelling and superannuated, of the
Canada Conference, and the travelling
and supernumeraries of the Conference
of Fastern British America, their wives,
widows, and children.

(6) All new regulations, and alterations
of any rule or regulation now in force,

destroy the plan of

respecting our temporal economy—suc
as the building of Churches, the order to
be observed therein; the allowance to the
ministers or preachers, their widows and
children; the raising annual supplies for
the propagation of the Gospel (Missions
excepted) for the making up of the allow-
ances of the Ministers, Preachers, etc.,
shall not be considered of any force or
authority, until such rule, regulation, or
alteration, shall have been laid before the
Quarterly meetings, throughout the seve-
ral Annual Conferences, and shall have
received the concurrence of a majority of
the members (who may be present at the
time of laying said rule or regulation be
fore them) of two-thirds of said Quar-
terly meetings.

(7) Nor shall any-new rule, regulation
or alteration, respecting the rights and
privileges of our members, such as: re-
ceiving persons on trial, the conditions
on which they shall retain their member-
ship, the manner of bringing to trial,find-
ing guilty, reproving, suspending, or ex-
cluding disorderly persons from saciety
and Church privileges, have any force or
authority, till laid before the Quarterly
Meetings and approved as aforesaid;
provided, however, that on the concurr-
rent recommendation of three-fourths of
all the members of the several Annual
Conferences who shall be present and
vote thereon, then a majority of ' two-
thirds. of the General Conference suc-
ceeding shall suffice to alter -any of the
above restrictions except the first and
third, which they shall not alter; provid-
ed further, when such alteration or alter-
ations shall have -been passed by two-
thirds of the General Conference, as

| soon as three-fourths of the members of

the several Annual Conferences shall have
concurred as aforesaid, such alteration or
alterations shall have effect; provided
also, that in case there shall be lay delegae
tion in the General Conference the appeal
to the Quarterly Meetings allowed in the
above restrictions shall not be continued
in force, but shall be null and void.

Ontario and Quebec are to be divid-
ed into three Annual Conferences,
Nova Scotia will cénstitute one, New
Brunswickand Prince Edward Island
one, and Newfoundland will constitute
a Missionary Conference. These Con-

| forences will be composed of all the or-

dained ministers within its boundaries,
and have all the powers at present pos-
sessed except such as are dzlegated to
the General Conference.

A motion to postpone action on the
report was withdrawn, an amendment
to omit the word ‘ Weslcyan” was
voted down, and fourteen articles of the
report were adopted.

The president read a telegram an-
nouncing that the New Connexion
Conference had passed a resolution
agreeingto a union with the Canada
Conference on the terms already agrecd
to, and much enthusiasm was mani-
fested.

It seems certain that the Canada
Conference will adopt the plan for a
Federal Union, and the Eastern Con-
ference will probiibly do likewise. The
other Methodist bodies, or some of
them, will probably give in their adhes-
fofi to the General Conferance, and
then Methodism will be a great and

compact power in Canada.

THE CORPSE, :
carried it omt and laid it down beside a
low stone fence. I then wrapped the
