Sabbaths Abroad.—The Scottish Ohurch.

! Jinquinng a8 to the mimstera of Eding-
burgh whom it was most desirable for
sirangers to hear, tho name of Dr, M*Grogor
was always montioned first. Accoidingly,
on the morning of our first Sabbath
Edinburgh, we found our way to the West
Church ; but wo did not hear the eloquent
nstor ; his placo was supphied by the Rev,
gfr. Adams, of 3t. Davids, & new pansh
somowkere in the suburbs of the aity, The
sermon was a clear and somewhat impas.
sionoed presentation of the gospel, under
which the largo congregation sesmed to be
deeply nffected. It was at this sorvico that
wo noticed for the first timo, in the Sab-
bath sorvices, the outword tokens of that re-
:ligious awnkening which had passed over
Secotland during the months preceding our
visit. Daring the week it was advertised
"that Dr. M-Gregor would pronch in his own
church on the next Lord's day, and that
specinl arrangements had beon mado for
tio accommuldation of o large pary of
American tounists who wero travellng
ander the care of Mr. Cook. We were
the chwmch early, nnd watched to soe 1f
among the Amorican travellers there were
any familinr faces, but thoy wore all
strangers to us. The introductory psalm
was rather mdifferently sung, winle the
people were suli thronging into the chureh,
but the other devotional services wore con-
ducted with great solemoity,  Dr.
M'Gregor preached from tho toxt, * Pro.
pare to meet thy God.” (Amos 4. 12,
The discourse was obviously suggestod by
the sudden denth of nome member of tho
congregation. Tho preachor urged imme-
diate preparation. Wo have no defined
period placed in our own power, that we
can arrange to serve the world first, and
afterwards prepare for etornity., Thero is
only one conrse, and that is the very noxt
bend in the river of hfe may bring usto the
eternal sen. Tho only true proparation is
Iife prepasation. Tho whole life with all
its powers, its affections and services
should bo directed toward eternity ; in this
way life is redeermed from its vanity, it is
no longer a mero pitful stiuggle for the
wealth or the pleasures of our own few mor-
tal years, but it is elovated and expanded
by being dirested towards oternal renhties,
and its whole character is baptized with
the mighty influences of otermty. As the
only true prepaialion is & Christian iito,
this Claistian 1ifv mwust have 1is gound n
faith iu Jesus Cliist. Therc 1s no true
preparation which dves not begin with faith
in Chriet, and it advances with au increase
of fuith, There is no other catronce mto
the holiness uf the Chiristian 1ife save by &
simple faith in Jerus as the Saviom of sin-
ners; and all advances in obedience, frith-
fulness, and love, spring from its rvot of
faith. Dr. M‘Gregor dovs not possess the
natural digmity of movement and manner
which are so charactenstic of Dr. Wallace ;
but he takes a strong grasp of hus anbject,
and with lus skilful analysis and pomted
antithesis e is enabled with the soundest
philosophv and the strongest reason to
make such & topic as preparation for
oternily intensely interesting and mpres-
sive.

The influences
oxorted by the recent revival of roligion
have fallen laigely upon her congregations.
Ministers have soughi to adapt themselves
to the pupulur wauts, the old churchos,
which gsome yeara ago wore nearly empty,
are again crowded with worshippers, and
new churches in large numbers huve been
built. These remarks, however, apply to
the towns and citics, and to_the Lowlands
generally. In the rural dislriots of the
Highlands the Free Church still maintains
its nscendency, and the parish churches
are in mony instancer almost deserted.

theiwr reacliing the ceast in condition for
snle become exceedingly slendor, Some,
porbaps, ato killod off, but presently the
food bacomes so small in quantity that to
give it to the slaves woull be to risk the
precious lives of the owners. Thereupon
the latter make one last effort —they sim-
ply take the food and leave the slaves to
shift for themselves. If they wore ablo te
move, this might nct be an altogetner de-
plorable fate, Lut as they are not abandon.
ed uniil they are oxhausted, aud are left
with the *slave-stick"—a heavy ptece of
wood notched and fastoned to the neck—
sl upen them, thoy have very litle
chance of escaping from the wild beast
whowm the nigh. sends to put them out of
their misery. It will be to the eterncl
honor of Livingstone's momory that ho did
moro than any other human being to ab-
olish the infamous and doegrading traffic.
Though he has passed from the scenes of
his Iabors, his works follow him, and ere
long wo may anticipate a suppression of
this atrocious trade through the closing of
the market for the supply of which it 18
kept up.
