BEEF AND VEGETABLE SOUP,

For fonr quarta of vegetabla eoup, take twe
pounds of sonp beef, having the bone attached
tio it 3 out the mea$ from the bone, and wipe
the ment with a wet towel ; put the bones in
the bottom of the vonp pot, lay the meut on
them, poar over them four quarts of gold
water, and place the sonp pot ever the fire,
whera its ocontentas will slowly approach the
boiling polnt. Mesntime peel and slios oge
onion, three medium seized turnips, and six
potatoes, When the asoup bolls put in the
vegetalles, together with four heaping table-
spoonfale of ealt,a leve! asltspoonful of p=p.
per, and one capful of canned tomatoes, or
three fresh tomatoes peeled and sliced, Boil
all the Ingredients to gether gently, untilthey
are’ quite tender, them take out the bone,
The beef may be’ servod in the zoup, or it
may be taken ont-and served for a hash, If
the beef Is not to-be served in.the soup, bave
ready half a cupfal of rice ploked over and
washed, and put it _in the soup half an hony
betore serving It. Before sending the goup
{ ta the table, see that it 1y palatably acasoned,

Butter a pudding mould or a bag well boiled ;
leave room for it to swell when filling ; steam
or boil for atleast four hourr, and serve it
with cream eause,

finanoial corporations, The British and Pro-
testant elemont in Quobec ia avidently has-
tening to a doom which the corruptand servife
Toryism of the Province, #o far from averting
does all that 1t can to precipitate.

be kepr up, and 1t is kept up in the way that
is revoafed by the returne above furmished.
But Jet it ro$ be supposed that these are all
the figurezs—they do aot, for instance, show
one-half racelved by the Halifax Herald frem
Ottaws durlng the year 1835, It pays to
bolst ““the old fl1g" to that tune! When Mr.
Meckenzie was in power between 1874 and
1878, one of the first regnlations was (hat
no cfficial advertisements should be inasrted
except in papers of the Pravince in which the
service was to be performed or the matter
conoerned ; but this rule has been swept
away to such an extent that it is not unuasusl
to find advertised in twenty or thirty N, S.
papers contracts for something like the erec-
tion of sentry boxes in Keewatin !

Toe depreesion in Tory clrcles when there
aro signs that the people are getting tired of
Tory ruls, is not to be wondered at. Fanoy
the deprivation of §200 openly, and $200 mare
clandestinely, every week ! Within a short
time after the Tory parly went out of power
in 1874 every Tory journal published in Hali-
fax—and they were nll *‘ loilty” howlers and
pap-receivers, like the Herald-—woere annffed
out of existenos, and are hardly remembered
aven after the lapee of these fow years, No-
hody doubts that history will repezt itaelf in
this repect. The Herald knows It, it's *‘come
day, go day” with it.”

HE GOT BRITISH GOLD.

HENRI LE CARS(}?T. THE POLISHED

He is nown In Chieago as the Braidwoeod
Druggiste Who Advoeated Physicnl
Force and Indorscd the Dynamite
Schentes of ¢'Donovan Roassa,

(Chicago Herald.)

Dr. Heori Le Osaron, or ** Beach.’ as he now
styles himself, the alleged English epy, who 18
now giviog bhis sensational testimony before the
Parnell commmiassion 1n London, appears to have
had 2n eventful oareer. I'rom all thabt can be
lesrned of his early history he is a native of
France and 18 adout ity Eenrn of sge. Heis a
an below the medinm height, apd 18 of thin
and wiry build. Hie face is pale and eallow,
and his hair and mustache are tinged with
gray. He has a hLunted look in his eyes
and, although very gushicgin his manner, ex-
hibits a sort of nervuurness which ab ooce at-
tracta nttention and engenders a suapicion of
his sincerity. In 1844, when abont five years
old, his family came to Amerion and nmettled
in Philadelphia. YWhen the boy was sabont
filteen vears onld he was sporenticed
to the drug businees, and ha cantinued in that
profession until 1861, wten he enlisted as a pri-
vate in a Penusylvania regiment. He served
with some distincbion, an) when the regiment
was muatered out he hell the rank of adjutant,
Be professed to be an ardent fenian, and par-
ticipated io the s~mewhat disastrous fenian raid
into Oanada in 1865. He then came to Illionis,
and in 1866 was appointed as the first hospital
steward in the state penitentiary ab Joliet. He
afterward atvended the Detroit Medical Col-
lrge, snd graduated from that iostitution in
1872, and then loocated av Braidwood, Ill., whers
he achieved some reputation as s pharmacist,
He operated two crng astores in Braidwood,
where he sold whisky to his friends and patrons
and gained quite a notariety for his loud-month-
ed fulminations against the Engish govern-
ment. He waa ab nctiveimembar of all the Iriah
societies and the Catholic foreabers, and declar-
ed himself a mason., He always openly and
loudly espoused the cause of Irelapd and wasan
ardent advocate of the physioal foree theory
He proclaimad himself a dynamiter and asserted
that the Jrieh cause could never he advanced to
victory except by force. Even at that time he
excited considerable suspicion among the yrish
leaders. He protested too mneh and there was
an apparent insincerity aboub his blatant utter-
ances that repelled the confidence of she men at
the head of the Irish movement,

During his residence in Braidwood he was in
receint of British money orders and drafts on
the Bank of England, which were cashed for
him by Postmaster Huston and Banker Odell,
Tbhe receipt ot these large snme naturally oe-
casioned muspicion aod Lie Caron was operly
accused of being a Britiah spy, HS sternuously
denied these charges and claimed that they were
made by the republicane to injure him palisi-
cally. In regsrd to the frequent receipt of
money from Eogland he stated that is was the
.revenue from some' eatates he owned in the old

-gnbotry, ‘He slso made frequent voysgeS to
‘Kogland, which inoreasad the suspicion againat

‘after his’ propesty... He waa a_cbronio cffice-

seaker and & candidate for the legislatare, the
supervisorship and the mayoralty of the town.

He 'alio iaporiuned President Claveland for sn
sppointment as wins gauger at Bordeaux,
France, which he failed to receive At one
time when be was 5 gandidate for supervisor he
organizad s mob which broke open the ballos
boxes. but eawnec nothing by hia unlawful act.
1u 1882 he was elecied president of the. Iilinois
Pharamaceu'ical Arrociation, which had for its
pringinal objech at that time the anactmont of o
stata pharmacy law, wh ch was afterward pase-
ed by the Illinois legislature, In 1884 he lefs
Braidwool and came to Chicago to live,
announcing that be was to be sppointed to
spme position in the health department. He
was also an applicant for an appointment to the
state board of pha:macy, but waa not succeseful.
Of bhix career in Chicago but little is known ex-
capb that he owned a couple of drug stores and
clasimed to bea physician. His last residence
was 83 177 LaSalle avenue, where he di:played
the sign: ' D, H. Le Caron,” but it 18 nt
known that he had any practice as a physician,
although he lived well and seomed to have
plenty of mouey at his command. He sudden-
ly disappeared from Chicago about the middle
of last December, snnouncing to his immediate
neighbora that he was Roiog b» Fur pe aod
w_ould probably be absent about five weeks He
did not return and two weeks ago his wife sur-
prised her friends by eelling out all the house-
hold furniture and, with her children, fol-
lowing her husbaud to Evglaud, The mystery
surroundiog this sudden Hlight was explaroed
when Dr. Le¢ Caron sppeared before the
Parpell commigsion in bis sentational cbarac-
ter of a Brituish spy. There is no doubb that Dr.
Le Caron was & member of the Clan na-Gael
faction. He aleo jcined the Fenisn Brother-
hood about 1868, and has heen a delegate to all
the Irish cooventions hela in Chicago during
the paat twenty years. He always claimed to
belong to the war party and was continuslly
arguing that the only way to bring England *‘co
its knees” was by the use of dynamite and forcs.
He wan, it ia clsimed, never trusted by any
prominent Irishman, as he wans generally re-
garded 88 unsafe and unrelisble, o wasan
avowed defender of Q'Donoyan Rossa, and
when he was uxpeiled from the Clan na Gael at
the convention in Wilkesbarre, Pa., in 1850, Le
Caron was his defender., He used the specious
argumeut that such listle things as peculation
or financial dishonesty ought to be overlooked
in a man who advocated the only true doctrine
of Irieh redemption—dyoamite. The plea of
the already suspscted doctor did notsave Rossa,
however, and he was oxpelled. 1n 1Sl he was
a Qelegate to the Clan-na.Gael convention at
the Palmer House, and at thiat time was more
than once accused of being o epy. Although
the convention was & secret one, ita procecdings
wers given to the public in some mysterious
maaner, and Le Caron was accused of bateaying
tho secrets intrusted to him. He managed to
shield himself behind ap inecffensive delegate
from Rbode Ieland named West, aud was ex-
onerated.,

It was ab this convention, according to Le
Caron's atory, that the dynamite policy was
adaopted. he being one of its most exited advo-
cotes. He also advocated the policy of eaprur-
ieg the land leaguere, which wers just about
buingZorganized in Chicago and other large
cities by the Purnell or moral-force faction of
patriots, and when the sonvention was held in
M. Cormick Hall late in the year 1881, Le Caron
and s number of revolutionary members of the
QOlan-na-Gael were present as delegates from the
land leaguea, This convention was nttended by
T. M. Healy and T. P. O'Connor, who were
Paruellites sand members of Parliament, but
they took mo nctiv~ part in the procerdingsa.
In rpeaking of the Palmer Honse and McCor-
mick Hull conventions W, J, Hynes, who was
a prominent member of the Ulan-na-Gael at that
time, Bays ;

** Le Uaron was always known as an advocate
of pbysical farce ; he was always savageiy
bloadthirsty, and bad to be continually re-
straioed. He was regarded as a dangerous man.
Le Caron says the Palmer House convention ad-
vosated a dymamite policy., That is utterly
false. It nob only did nob adsocatesuch a policy,
but denounced and condemned i,

At the MeOormick Hall convention the force
policy of Le Caron and others recei sed no sup
port whatever, and about five hundred vhousand
dollars was raised to assisy in supporting the
Pacoell no-rent manifesto which had been iarued
a few monthe befors. The treason of Le Caron
to the Irieh cause has locg been suspected, and
when b attended a convention of the Clan-na-
Gael in Chicago, in July, 1888, a number of the
delegates lett the hall. They openly declared
that it was imprudent snd unsafe to exprevs
themeelves befure a convention when Dr. Le
Caron was present, and Le Caron did not
atterapt to defend himself, but sat silent and
subdued duriog the entire prozendings.

Alesander Sullivan emphatically denies the
atatements of Dr. Le Csron on the witnesr
stand in Londnn, particulary as to his alieged
conterances with Parnell. Mr. Parnell’s retic-
ing dieposition and moderate nolicy wers too
wall known to warrant anyone in believing that
he evar confided his views to 8 man like this Le
Carnn,

“T have not eeen Le Cavon for fivo years,”
snid Mr, Sullivan, ‘‘and I know very little of
him. When, however,he openly swears that he
has been furnishing infor- mation to the
British ~ Government for years, whils
professing to be in sympathy with the
Irish cause, and connecting himself with Irish
movements, it does not require much inte!li-
gence ¢o discover what gort of a man ha i or
how reliable his tesbimony ought te be consid
ared. Thereisa lot of etuff in his testimony
that is utterly ridiculous as well as flagrantly
uutruthfut.”

Representative Mooney, of Braidwood, a
prominent and responsible Irish-American citi-
zen of that place, gives rather a damaging view
of Le Caron from hia knowledge of and ac-

naiotance with the man. He saye that Le

aron came to B-aidwood abaut 1872, and opsn-
ed s doctor'a cftfice and _emall drug store in
wkat is known as Lower Braidwood, a locality
inhabited principaliy by Bohemiane. He np-
peared ta ne very auxiaus ta form what he call-
ed a revolutionary rociety, bub never aucceeded,
and Le Caron simply lied when he aaid such an
orgauization existed 1n Braidwood.

sLe Csron rold me 1n his own office,” said
Mr. Mooney, *‘ that Sheridan was a fool for not
accepting the £10.000 to betray his friends and
tell all be knew. ‘Ha could easily have told all
he knew ’ an‘d Le Caron, ‘and then cauld uot
have implicated Paraell or any of the lesgue
leaders in any matter that in any way would
compromire them or their canse. I know as
much as be does and more too, and could not
compromisa shem if I tried.- I bave no uss for
the Parnellives,’ said he, excitedly ; ‘if it wasn b
for them, an we had our own way, the causn
of Irelond would have been won long agn.’
And now this fallow yoes to London,” said M.
Moooey, *‘and swears to a story which he
knows to be untrue, and charges acts and deeds
against the very men of whom he confessed to
me he knew nothing, He is simply a spy and
& traitor,”

George P, Engelhard, editor of the Western
Drugygist, knew Le CUaron very well, and is nf
tha opinion that the wily Frenchwan is simply
seeking notoriety by hie pecular and meuea-
tional disclosures injLondon. Le Oaron, he
said, was 8 man who was willing to filf his
pocketbook by sny means, and he probably
theught that by posing as a * British spy” he
could get the highest merket price for hia ser-
vices. Le Qaron, he esid, was an accomplished
actor, who bad studied his part well, and would
go through with it to tke end.

. Amoog the leading Irisbmen in the city Dr
Lo Oaron bas long been suspectad’as an agent,of
the British Government, and he has enjoyed
buv little of their -confidenca, Even among the
revolutionists of the old Olan.na-Gael factior
he was regarded with distruas, and the Parnell
ites and laud lstﬁueu claim to have always
distrusted hiro. His statements are generally
disoredite], and the univerasl verdict in Obi
cago 1 that the dostor is usterly ynworthy o
belief, and that the talsity of hir testimony will
bo fully shown when the friends -of:. Parnell
