The undersigned, in proceeding to the exchange of the ratiti-
cations of the Treaty of Commerce and Navigation concladed on
the 23rd July, 1862, between Her Majesty the Queen of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland and His Majesty the King of
the Belgians, have agreed to record in the present Protocol the
moditications in the smid Treaty arranged this day betweeu them,

APPLICABLE TO BRITISH COLONIES.

Coasting Trade.

With regard to the coasting trade in the Colonies, the stipula”
tions of the present Article shall be applicable only to the coasting
trade ot such of the Colonies of Her Britannic Majesty as have
applied, or shall hereafter apply, in conformity with the Acts of
Parliament which govern this matter, that their coasting trade may
be open to foreign vessels. (Article XIIL.)

Tmport Duties.

Articles the produce or manufacture of Belgium shall not be
subject in the British Colonies to other or higher duties than those
which are or may be imposed upon similar articles of British origin.
(Article XV.)
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
