An Act to incorporate the Fort Erie Ship Canal Com-
pany.

W HEREAS the construction of a Ship Canal around the rapids of the Preamble.
A iagara River, at or near the village of Waterloo or Fort Erie, in

the Township of Bertie, would be of great advantage to the public, and the
persons hereinafter named, (amongst others,) have petitioned for an Act
of Incorporation for facilitating that object ; Therefore Her Majesty, &c.,
enacts as follows:

15 Niagara River, at or near the village of Waterloo, commonly called The
Fort Erie Rapids, in the said Township of Bertie, according to the rules,
orders, and directions of this Act, and shall for that purpose be a body cor-
porate and politic, by the name of the " Fort Erie Ship Canal Company." Corporate

20 powered, from and after the passing of this Act, by thermselves, their agents,
officers, vorkmen, and servants, to make and complete the Canal aforesaid,
and to purchase, acquire, and hold such real estate as is hereinafter men-
tioned, and from time to time to sel], alienate, and dispose thereof, and to
acquire others in lieu thereof, as may be requisite for the object aforesaid.
