that on Tuespay, the NINETEENTH day of the month of Novemser next, you meet Us
u Our Parliament of Canada, at Our CiTy or OrTAWa, there to take into considera.
tion the state and welfare of Qur said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may
seem necessary. HEREIN Fair Nor.

the Peerage of the United Kingdom; Baronet of Nova Scotia ; Knight
Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of St. Michael and St.
