The Honorable the Speaker acquainted the House, that the Clerk of the Senate
had laid upon the Table a Certificate of the Commissioner, setting forth that the
Honorable William Henry Brouse, a Member of the Senate, had made and subscribed
the Declaration of Qualification required by the British North Amnrica Act, 1867.

The Honorable the Speaker informed the House that thero was a Member with -
out ready to be inti oduced, when the Honorable Charles Boucher de Boucherville was
introduced between the Honorable Messieurs Ferrier and Chapais.

The Honorable Mr. De Boucherville presented 1er Majesty's Writ summ)oing
him to the Sonate.

The same was then read by the Clerk.

GREETING :-

KNOW YE, that as well for the special trust and confidence Wo have manifested
in you, as for the purpose of obtaining your advice and assistance in ail weighty and
arduous affaire which may the State and Defence of our Dominion of Canada concern,
We have thought fit to summon you to the Sonate of Our said Dominion, and We do
appoint you for the Montarville Electoral Division of Our Province of Quebec, and We
do command you, the said Charlks Boucher de Boucherville, that ail difficulties and ex-
cuses whatsoever laying aside, you be and appear for the purposes aforesaid, in the
Sonate of Our said Dominion, at all times whensoever and wheresoever Our Parlia-
ment may be in Our said 'Dominion convoked and holden : and this you are in no
Wise to omit.

IN TESTIMoNY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seul of Canada to be hereunto affixed: WITNEsS, Our
Right Trusty and Well-Beloved Councillor Sir JOHN DOUGLAS SUTHER-
LAND CAMPBELL (commonly called the Marquis of Lorne), Knight of Our
Most Ancient and Most Noble Order of the Thistle, Knight Grand Cross
of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint George,
Governor General of Canada, and Vice-Admiral of the same, &e., &c., &c.
At Our Government House, in Our City of Ottawa, in Our Dominion
of Canada, this Twelfth day of February, in the year of Our Lord
One Thousand Eight Hundred and Seventy-nine, and in the Forty-
second Year of Our Reign.
