"Service to the people of 
Alberta at large should have 
status comparable to the 
traditional teaching and 
research activities of the univer­
sity,” the report said.

According to Bert Hohol. 
Alberta's minister of advanced 
education, the era of frozen 
tuition fees has ended.

Students' Union president 
Graeme Leabeater announced 
at a press conference last night 
that in a meeting with the 
minister. "Dr. Hohol admitted 
that tuition fees will steadily 
increase in the future, usmg 
some form of indexing."

Leadbeater explained that 
Hohol felt universities should be 
looking at tuition fees as making 
up a large percentage of the 
budget, butthatthe percentage 
should be in the neighborhood 
of ten to fifteen per cent.

"Dr. Hohol felt very strong­
ly." Leadbeater said. " that fees 
should be high enough to make 
students take their studies 
seriously and make their 
degrees have some value." The 
minister did not make clear, 
though, exactly how much 
students should pay for their 
education.

Brian Mason, SU executive 
vp. said Hohol emphasized that 
fees would no! be correlated to 
inflation rates, but that the 
"indexing" arrangement would

merely attempt to maintain the 
percentage of education finan­
cing paid directly by university 
students.

The minister is now review­
ing fee increase proposals from 
post - secondary institutions 
across the province and is 
expected to announce his deci­
sion concerning the proposals 
next week.

It is expected he will ap­
prove the U of A's request for a 
25% fee increase but president 
Leadbeater said Hohol has 
guaranteed that in uDcoming

years there will not be fee 
increases of this year's 
magnitude.

When asked what his reac­
tion would be to a 30% fee hike 
this year. Leadbeater replied 
that he would be very disap­
pointed. "Such a move would 
serve only to further increase 
the distance between lower and 
higher income groups and their 
access to higher levels of 
education. Furthermore. I 
believe it would perpetuate an 
elitest mentality at universities."
