possibilities of a Student Work 
Gamp! A Student Work Camp is 
organized as a self-governing stu­
dent co-operative with the pur­
pose of relating Christian faith to 
the facts of the industrial life and 
social problems of our day. Such 
work comps offer the student an 
opportunity to earn as he learns, 
and to participate in “one of the 
most significant experiments in 
all Christendom". There are three 
summer work camps being set up 
this year: two “student-in-indus- 
tr.v’ 'camps located in Toronto 
and Montreal, and a “student-in- 
mental-hospital” unit located at 
Weyburn, Sask. At Weyburn, unit 
members work on the wards as 
Psychiatric Aids, while campers 
find their own industrial jobs on 
arrival in Toronto and Montreal 
although every effort is made to 
locate camps in areas where work 
of the desired variety is available. 
Members are expected to take 
their share of household chores, 
i-amp management, study groups, 
and recreation, and to make a de­
liberate attempt to live as a dis­
ciplined Christian community in a 
society as closely as possible ana- 
lagous to that of the worker in in­
dustry or hospital.

It is possible in this way to 
gain far more than a mere aca­
demic understanding of the prob­
lems faced by industrial or hos­
pital workers, for students would 
be able to share in a living ex­
perience with them and gain real 
insight into the need for recon-

Throughout the last, two weeks 
the Engineers have been conduct­
ing a campaign to raise enough 
money to establish a loan fund for 
Engineers.

The fund is to be called the Joe 
Kaiser Memorial Loan Fund to 
commemorate a third year civil 
engineering student who was kill 
ed last year.

Consisting of grants of $100.00 
payable towards the second term 
tuition, the loan is to be granted 
to third year engineering students 
upon the decision of the president 
and the Secretary-Treasurer of 
the Engineering Society together 
with the Professors of Engineer­
ing. The choice will be based 
largely on financial need.

The loans, the first of which 
will be issued next year, will be 
interest free and payable within 
two years of leaving University.

The interest and support shown 
by the students of Engineering 
and teaching staff has been very 
encouraging. So far over $600.00 
has been raised; and when all re­
ports from the canvassers are in. 
the figure is expected to reach 
$700.00. Considering that the en­
tire engineering body consists of 
approximately 250, the amount 
raised is very commendable.

The organizers of the fund 
would like to take this opportun­
ity to thank all those who have 
helped to make this drive a suc­
cess
of the University, the bursar, Mr. 
Sears, and all the others who have 
given their co-operation.
