His worship Dr. Slaven, mayor of
Orillia, read the following address on be
half of the congregation :

To the Rev. Kenneth A. Campbell, P. P., of
the Church of the Angels’ Guardian,
Orildia:

REV. AND DEAR FATHER—We deem the
present a suitable time Lo extend our cou-
gratulations, and to address 10 you a few
words of kindly greeting on this, the im-
portant occasion of your S8ilver Jubilee,
well do many of your parishioners remem-
ber when you became our parish pries;
nearly twenty-five years a,0, and when we
had only one smell wooden church worthy
of the name, 80 to spsak. Tnat church, St
Columbkill’s, Mara, i still in existence,
thongn much improved, This pasish, or
rather, mission, and a poor one at that, was,
from a territorial point of view, very large;
extending as it did from near Beavertou on
ihe south to the then wilds of Mutkoka, as
far ag Rosseau, and even beyond that puint
to the north, & distancs of upwarare of ane
hundred miles, and from the simost Impen-
etrable forests of the Bilack River country
on the east to Central Medonte on the west,
a distance of neariy fifty miles. Mauny of
your congregation present to-day are quite
famillar with the nardships which you en.
dured in wraversing those wild regions to
administer spiritual comfori and cousola-
tion to your people. To travel the almost
impnassable roads of those days was no easy
matter Whers we now have well equipp-d
rallway lines, lnxurious pullman cars, ana
palace-like sleamers, we then had *‘eordu-
roy” roads, a primitive “dugoui,” a bark
cnnoe, or the clumsy salling smack., We
are well aware, however, that you never
linched in the performance of the duties
pertainiog to your holy offiee, but with
charseteristic zsnl and perseverance sur-
mounted every obstacle. and reaiched your
falthiul people wherever they were to be
found, within the confines of your compara
tively ecrude and unculturead mission
Shoruly after your advenl here you com-
menced and flulshed a flue brick courch at
Brechin, which we understand isstill ade
quate 10 the requirements of vhat flourish.
iug congregation, Un the division of ihis

mission, or parish, which took place fifteen
ii”“ ago, yon were uffered a choice between
ara and Orillia ; and you chose the latter.

The only church we then had in this. youar |

parish proper, was a l1ttls old log structure
on the hill, which, although it had done
0 d service in its day, soon became all Lo
emall for yonr growing congregation. A
uew church became a uvecessity, With a
sparcely settled people, who were much het-
ter at heart than in pocket, 1the buildiug of
& brick churcn, such a8 this, was a lask
much more ensily contemplated than ac-
eomplished. However, even under those
circumstances we found you ¢qual to the
occasion. Many of us know thai at consid-
erable perso:.sl inconvenience, you tra-
velled the parish from house to house, in
the dead of winter, not to collect money,
which was a scarce article, but to procure
potes or promises 10 pay. To-day we are
proud to kay that we have one of the 1nost
beautiful churches to be found in any town
of the same 8'z» in the Province. Next in
order came a fiae brick residence or Presby-
tery. followed by & HBeparate school,
which compares favorably in all respects
with others in the Archdiocese. After this
there was erected that beaatiful brick
church at Warminster. We may here re
mark that all this fine property is free from
debt, and we gladly admit that this happy
state of affalcs 1s largely due to your admin-
istrative ability and indomitab e persever-
ance. Withthe march of time, and throngh
the energy of our priesthood. we fiad to-day
besides the old church, St Oolumkill’s,
Mara, five brick churches, v:z :—Atl HBrace-
bridge, Gravenburst. Brechin, Warminster
and OUrillia. Two cf these, namely, Brace-
bridge and Gravenhurst, are now forming
important factors in the neighboring dio-
cese of Peterborough. Again, dear Father,
we congratulate you on this, the twenty-
fifth anaiversary of your holy priesthood.
Accompanying our brief address, we beg 10
hand you this purse, as a slight recognition
of the many sarifices yoan have mude for
ns duripg the past quarter of a century.
That you may long be spared to ad
minister to our sviritual requirements,
and that when the final call cumes, as it
must ecome, you mey through the mercy of
God merit eternal salvation, is the earnest

The weather Interferred eadly with the
arrapgemeonts for the reception of Arch.
bishop Oleary, of Kingston, rendering it
imposeible to put up several contemplated
decorations, bunting, ete, which 1t bhad
been the Intention to d'splay, and the pro-
ceeslon also fell through for the same
reason, About one hunpdred persons
asiemblad at the C. P. R, wharf a2 p. m.
yesterday to go on the excursion to meet
His Grace at Preccott, by the Island Queen,
smong them belng quite a number of
Indies, Among those on board were Rev.
Fathers Twomey, O'Gorman, Kelly,
Stanton, Rourke, O'Donahue and Dean
Gaathier ; while among the lalty, were
seen Messrs O'Donahue, M (lade, Shan-
pon, Pepin, W, J, McHenry, T, H, Fitz.
glbbon, J. Bradley and N. Lacaes2,

Prescott was reached In very good time
and then the crowd diepersed over the
town during the hour the boat remained
there. Moust of them, however, bent thelr
steps to the new Cstholiz church In the
east end of the town. The church, which
has only recently heen completed, 1s a
vary bandeome edifice bullt of stone in
the early Norman etyle. It 1s well fin.
Ished ineide and the walls are adorned
with various palotings. Soon, however,
the people or most of them came back to
the shelter of the boat and when the hour
came for starting but few were absent,
The Archbishop came straight from the
train to the boat and was sccommodated
in the deck cabin. The boat then started
on her homeward journey. She had eome
diffienley In getting away from the wharf
a8 the wind presscd ber cown on it but at
length ehe stood away In clear water,
There was a stiff wind blowlng down the
river. This had not been felt coming
down, but was very disagreeable on the
return voyage.

The wreck of the Rothesay was passed
at a short distance aud appesrel to be
settling at the sterm as notbing but her
welkiog beam could be eseen aft of the
paddle-boxes, Thls paseed, everybody
weat below. With the Axchbishop had
come on board Rev. Viear-General Me
Donsld aud Fathers McGeath, Murray aud
Coliine, the lattcr heing the pricet who
preached a remarkable and most eloquent
rermon et Kemptvilla the preceding day
In the presence of the Aichbichop on the
duty of parents to chlldeen, Nothing of
note occurred until near Brockvllle, when
His Grace spoke a few words to the ex-
cursfonists, thacking them for thier zeal
in welcomirg bim, and expressing regret
that the weather had interfered with their
programme, At the wharf they were
met by deputations from the C. M B. A,
and I, C. B. U, of Kingston and the
whole pariy then entered carrlages and
drove to the residence of 1 san Gauthier,
A large number of members hed as-
sembled in the church, which was beau.
tifully deco:ated with buntlng, etc,
suftable to the occaslon. Over the main
entrance & handsome arch of evergreen
had been erected, and smaller ones over
the slde doorse. In a few minutes Ilis
