New Farms lately Discovere:

The Dog and the Child.

On Saturday evening last, a Police offi-
cer in Dublin found a male infant child lefi
deserted on the hall door steps of a House
in Dominick sireet. His attention, he said,
was attracted by observing something lying
on a heap before the doorway, and on ap-
proaching nearer, he became witness to a
curious sight indeed  There lay on the
doorway a fine infant, evidently asleep, with
nothing but 1he head visible, the remainder
of the child’s body being covered by a beau-
1iful spaniel dog of rather large size. The
dog had so disposed himsell as to protect
the infant completely from the night air,
which was then at a freezing temperature.
The snimal had regularly coiled himself
half around the child so as to impart warmth
and protect the helpless infant from the bi-
ter air.  When the police constable lified
the infant, the dog sull continued watching
his every movement ; and when, finally, the
child was conveyed to the station house,
and given in charge of a faithful nurse, the
poor amimul could not be got away, aud ac-
companied the nurse 10 her lodgings, and
remained all night waiching the child in its
cradle, occasivnally looking up and licking
the child’s face. The nurse with the child i1n
her arms came vefore the bench., T'he.dog
was also in attendance, having never leti
the side of the infant since they were both
first discovered by the policeman, Nothing
at the time couuld be discovered about the
mother of the child, and the only clue to us
parentage was a shp of paper which was
found pinned to the bosom of its dress, sta-
ting 1ts name, and declaring it to have been
born in Manchesier on the fifth of Jaonuary
last. However, suhsequently in the day,
the mother of the infant surrendered her-
self to the pohce, and was brought before
the bench. She stated that she left the n-
fant exposed, with the expectation that s
fither or his friends would take charge of
it on seeing the note she had affixed 10 11
dress.  She said she afierwards got fright-
“ned and uneasy, and came to take 1t away ;
nut on hearing that the child was in the
nands of the police, she determined 1o give
nersell up as the mother.  Oun the woman’s
promsing to take care of the child, the
nagisirte n:dered 1t 10 be restored 10 her
It was evadent that she had previously taken
good care of.the infant, which was comtor
rably and neatly ciothed, and in good healrh.
I'he poor girl received her anfant wih
‘hankfulness, and quined the officdg and
ihe affectionate dog was quietly following,
when, 1o his evident annoyance, he was
made prisoner of by the police, aud brought
off 10 hivery unul claimed.  The nother of
the child had never seen tlse anumnal, which
did not recogmize her, and: there seems no-
way of accountng for the very fortunate ar-
1achment evinced by the dog for the desert-
ed infaat.— Englisk Paper.

powerful Alexander ramparts, constructed |
of solid granite blocks, and armed with |
heaviest guns. Oan the southern flank of |
this is the harbour, the channe! to which is‘
defended by the citadel, erected on a rocky |
foundation, and on the opposite side by the |
Kronslot fortress. Properly speaking, there
| exists three harbours for ships of war with- |
lin the island, with docks, arsenals, build- |
ling-yards, and so forth. A fourth and|
smaller harbour for mercantile vessels like- |
wise exists within the defences. * The old |
Menschikoff palace has long been converted |

Visit o THE CitY oF Timsucroo.—Dr. |
Barih, who is now traveling inthe interior of |
Africa, entered the city of Timbuctoo on |
Sept 7ih, 1853, after a very tedious journey. |

brother of Sheik-el Bahay, the ruling chief,
accompanied by a splended suvit on fool ‘
and mounted on horses and camels. He |
was welcomed by the people generally,
though there was one faction not favorably
disposed toward bhim, which wished his
death, so that it was necessary for him 1o
exercise great caution in his movements
and intercourse. Fortunately, he had se-
cured the friendship of thé Sheikh, under
whose immediate protection he lhived at his
residence, and who had promised him a
safe escort on his return to Sackatu.
