Guilty of Another’s Sin.

Sir,—Iu this holy lenten season, when the Church
calis upon us to examine our hearts to see 1t there
be any way of wickeduess in them, we are too often
satisfied with tindiug vut aud repenting of our actual
sins, without thhuking of the sins, direcily or in-
directly, which we may have caused others to com-
mit, and thus ignore the Apostolic warning, ** Be ye
not partakers of other men’'s sins.” From the in-
frequent wention of such sins, people often ask, are
there such ? There are such, and they are neither
overlooked nor forgotten. Of this fact we have too
certain a proof, if we needed any further proof than
that which our own accusing conscience supplies.
The mau is not to be envied the index finger of
whose couscience ean point away back, in time al-
most forgotten, to the idle word, the unholy look,
the impure thought, that first was the means of
starting the bhitherto innocent one on the down-
ward path of misery, shame and disgrace. Itis not
for us to thick lightly of the guilt wbich we may
thus contract, stand at tha poiut where your career
aud that of the other about whose treatment by
you your couscieuce 8o torments—see the lines di-
verge, one going one way, Heaven knows how sad ;
another, another way, until they pass from mortal
ken, and are swallowed up in the eternity of God,
never to be obliterated, never defaced. The title by
which Jeroboam, founder and author of the schis-
matic Church of the Calves, is named in Scripture,
as the man, that is, who not merely sinned himself,
but who ‘* made Israel to sin,” furnishes a very
solemn proof of the gravity of the guilt in the sight
of Heaven, which they contract who transgress
after the likenesa of his sin. To his name there
cleaves the brand of perpetual dishonour, ** which
made Israel to sin, " aud is the prominent fact about
bim, the first point which strikes the inspired
historian who has occasion to name bim ; he is the
man ; who involved a multitude of others in mortal
sin. Whoever else may forget, God has not forgotten,
and by this recurring refrain let it plainly appear
that He has not done so; that thore by whom
souls perish, at once seduced and seducing, shall
have a very solemn. account to settle with Him.
Another way of being guilty of another's sin is by
launching some evil book, corrupting and defiling
upon society. A book may be adwired because the

. writer can weave sentence after scntence in what is
called a terse and 1ncisive style; one of these publi-
cations have lately appeared in oar midst. This
book telis us all we can do is ** a guess ' at ‘‘ the
riddle " of life; the word apposed to guess and riddle
i8 know. We opened a concordauce at the word
‘koow,” and we found know and its cognates is
mentioned 1u the Good Book (as that word by which
we lay bold ou the unsecu) more than nine hundred
times. Whom are we to follow here ? The good
God who has ailowed us to use with respect to Him,
* I know,” or tuis *‘ guess at the riddle of existence.”
The plauting of a poisonous upas tree may not prove
so difficult, but 1t 1 quite a different thing to cat it
dowan. Toe head that planved and the band that
wrote an uuhuppy book, caunsing or aiming to cause
the faith of sume weak brother to become weaker,
may soon forget its cunving, but the misleading
volume lives on, again and again to attest to the
truth of that homely proverb—there is no such
robber as a bad book. H. J.

Sir,—In a late issne of the CaNapIAN CHURCHMAN

is an article on the Prayer Book, by the Rev. W. S,

Langford, which is well worthy of notice and com-

ment ; it ccustrains me to cry out for ihe dis-

tribution of this ‘*iuheritance,” for which he says,

and very troly, that the ‘‘clergy alone are re-

spoosible.” Mauy people here do not know

anything of the Church. The Prayer-Book is as a

myth or fable to them. They ‘will ask ** What page

is the Creed on?"” and many such questions. [

am now in actual mission work in the tbird mission

in Algoma, and am fully convinced that the whole

system of missionary work in this diocese nceds to

uudergo a radical change. Tne idea has gone forth

that Algoma means poor, very poor, and that the

C.M.S. and the W.A. must clothe and feed those

people. The Churéb, through her societies, has
-been doing so in a great measure. The result is
that the people have become so weak and indolent
for want of mental and bodily exercise, that they
lie down and will net even put the food into their
mouths when it is offered them, but will wait for
the Church to spoon feed them like infants. - I do

pot want it to be understood that all the people in Al
gowa are 1 this  beuighted  state—uno, not by any
means, but those who rceeive aud  expeet clothing
from the W.A. are, aupd they will wpever be i avy
better state so tobg, as the W.A. coutiuues to
send themw clothing. The W.A. 18 a great power
for good m the Church to day,—has dous aud 18
doing a noble work, but 1 do ot hesitate to say
that & great proportion of the work done by that
society 1n Algoma has not had the demred effoct.
The W.A. aud the bishop are pot to be ceusured
for this, as I beliecve they have douve thie very bust
they could aecording to the hght and kuowledge
they bave had, but 1 do say that the men 1o charge
of the various missions, both clergy and catechists,
are to be seriously censured for thus great mistake
that has been made and is going on all the tiwe.
It 18 the bouuden duty of every wman in charge of a
mission, whether clergyman or layman, to sce that
there is at least one copy of the Book of Comumon
Prayer and one copy of Hymns (A. aud M) in
every house in his wission ; and also to teach those
people to use those books according to the order
laid down by the Chuorch. The people Lere, in
many cases, cannot buy books; in shose cases the
men in charge should apply to the W.A. for help.
The answer 'Y this I foresee, viz., that the W.A.
is doing all she can for Algoma, that she has to do
so much in the way of clothiug the people, that she
cannot do anything in the way of providing them
with Prayer Books, Hymun Books, and Church litera-
ture. Now, my fellow churchwomeu, allow me to
show you the remedy. Cut off the supply of cloth

ing, and expend oue-half the money and ove-tenth
the time and euergy on books, and you will be doing
a greater missionary work than has ever yet been
donein Algoma. You would be holding up the hands of
clergymen and heiping them out of very hard places.
If you could travel through Algoma as I bave dune,
you would understand this. Imagine a clergyman
going into a church or school-house, as the case way
be, with a congregation of from 20 to 40 or 50, and
going tbrough the morning or evening prayer, and
not oue voice to respond. This 18 a state of things
that I bave fonnd, and the reasoun is, they have wo
Prayer Books, and never Lad them, and do not know
how to use themm. Thé question may arise, what
shall those poor people do for clothing ? Aiiow me
to tell you sbat 1 the three missions wherein 1 have
worked, I have not met one 1amily who cannot get
good food and warm clothing if they get up and
make an effort to ao 8o, but it is imposeible for them
to buy a Prayer-Book or a Hymn-Book. They can
trade the farm produce for clotbing and groceries at
the good general stores in their localities, but they
cannot get Church books at these stores, as they are
not kept in stock. The resuit of all this is that
those people know notuing about the Book of Cowm-
moun Prayer, bence they know nothing about the
Church. Togive you an :nstance of this: I met one poor
mothber in her home. She hadalittiechild nubaptized.
The clergyman spoke to her about it, and she con-
sented to allow him to baptize her child the tollow-
ing week. After he passed out of the house, she said
to me, * Is there not some question to answer 1if I
have the baby baptized " ? I said, ' Yes; if you
bring me your Prayer-Book I will show you the ser-
vice and you can read it up.” She told me she never
bad a Prayer-Book. Bear in mind she is the mother
of a Cburch family. Now this is a serious matter,
and it is time that the clergy of Algoma should make
an effort to correct this. In wuine cases out ot ten,
the parties who received clothing from the W.A. re.
ceived a lasting injury rather than a benefit, as it
made them lie down in idléness, waiting for the

Church to clothe them, wheun, 1f they had been

depending on their own resources, they would have
been up and doing for themselves. Kach congregation
should have at least three dozen copies of the Book
of Common Prayer and as many copies of Hymuns (A.
& M.) to be left 1n the building where the services are
held, and each family should have at least one
Prayer Book and one Hymn Book in the home to be
used daily by aby mewber of the family. It this
step were taken and carried out successtully, the
work of the bishop and his 30 clergy would bear
more fruit in two years than it will in 20 years under
the present system. As long as the W.A. continues
to send in the bales of clothing the people will
continue in their lazy ways, and their children and
children's children growing up around them will
know nothing but laziness and filth. Some will
argue that Algoma is such a rocky place that farm
produce cannot grow here. Now this is a mistake.
True, the soil is rocky, but it is not barren. Iu every
part between the rocks there are very fertile valleys
where the people can raise beef, pork, hay, oats,
poultry, butter, eggs and all kinds of vegetables 1n
great abundauce, besides the tons of wild fruit
which waste every year for want of people to gather
and save it. All this they can trade at the good
general stores for clothiug, boots and shoes, gro-
ceries, eto., and I wish iv to be understo.d that all
the articles last named are of as good a quality and
at a8 easy prices here as in the general stores any-
