LONDON, Nov. 25.—Although thé 
full text of the Greek Government’s 
reply to the'Entente Polders has not 
yet been made public in England, 
there is every indication that the Bri­
tish Government is satisfied with thé 
position taken at Athens. The asspr-i 
ances given by Greece differ in a 
marked degree from her previous ex­
pressions of “benevolent neutrality.’1 
They are neither vague nor evasive# 
but promise explicity that no military 
measures will be taken against thé 
Serbian, French or British troops in 
case they retreat tor Greek territory. 
Whether this guarantee of safety td 
the Allied troops will carry Greeeé 
to the extent of opposing with her 
army any German forces which might 
attempt to pursue the Allies across 
the Greek border probably will not be 
ascertained until full details are re­
received.
